After the expiration of the legal term, one candidate has submitted documents for
participation in the announced competition, meeting the requirements of the Act for the
Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria: Ch. Assistant Kornelia
Naydenova Naydenova, PhD, Doctor at NSA "Vasil Levski".

The requirements of the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff of the
Republic of Bulgaria have been complied with during the procedure of announcing the
competition. The candidate meets all the criteria for the position of "Associate Professor".

I. Brief biographical data about the candidate

Kornelia Naidenova graduated from NSA "Vasil Levski" in 2005 with a degree in
Physical Education and a professional qualification of a teacher and football coach. She
obtained a master's degree in "Sports at school and leisure™ in 2006. She has extensive,
practical, organizational and methodological-theoretical experience in the field of
Physical Education and Sports, acquired as a teacher of Physical Education and Sports
(2005-2007; ) and a football coach (2012-2018). Since 2010 she has been an assistant in
the Department of Theory of Physical Education, and since 2016 she has been a chief
assistant. Kornelia Naidenova has been a permanent lecturer in the Theory and
Methodology of Physical Education at the Professional College of Sports "Bio Fit" since
2012; an external lecturer at the British-American School from 2012 to 2014.

In 2015 she defended a doctoral dissertation on the topic "Advanced
Methodology for teaching football to students from the initial stage of basic education."

I1. Summarized data on the scientific work and the activity of the candidate

Chief Assistant Kornelia Naydenova participated in the announced competition
with 30 presented publications, of which one monograph, one chapter in two
monographs, 27 publications in collections and refereed magazines in Bulgaria and
abroad, in 10 of which she is an independent author, seventeen are co-authored and in 9
she is the first author. Three articles have been published in publications, referenced and
indexed in a global database.

I highly evaluate the presented scientific works, in the field of the Theory of
Physical Education and Sports in accordance with the announced competition.



The connection science - practice has been realized. This finding is confirmed by
the number of citations in referenced and indexed sources. These citations are in twelve
sources - 10 in journals and 2 in monographs, one of which is in a referenced and indexed
journal in a global database.

The minimum national requirements for holding the scientific position of "Docent"
have been fulfilled. The candidate has achieved the amount of 655.7 points despite the
minimum requirement of 400 points.

Research projects and other activities

The availability of organizational and research skills of Chief Assistant Naidenova
is justified by her participation in two research projects. She has supervised 7 graduatés
who have successfully defended their Thesis, six of which were bachelors and one of
them- a master.

in Educational Scientific Degree "Doctor" of the doctoral program "Pedagogy of Physical
Education".

I11. Research and contributions

The analysis of the content of the presented production shows that it is entirely in
the competition's field. The developed works are proof of the competent knowledge of
the issues of the theory and practice of Physical Education and Sports such as system,
structure, content and functioning.

The monographic work "Theoretical and methodological formulations of
football education with students" (2020). ISBN: 978-619-239-453-0 presents the
associate professor’s profile of the candidate. The monograph deserves high praise for its
very well-structured content, in which the author presents theoretical statements and
methodological guidelines for teaching football to primary school students. It is a volume
of 148 pages, presented in four chapters. The researcher skillfully combines the analyzed
theoretical formulations of football education and the age characteristics of students, as
well as methodological guidelines for the formation of sports, technical and tactical skills
in football in primary school students. Chapters three and four skillfully combine
appropriate tools and methods for the organization of training, as well as assessing the
degree of formed sports, technical and tactical skills of students applicable in practice.



The candidate's research is focused mainly on physical education in preschool and
high school. ,

The author's ideas about the study of physical education in preschool institutions
are expressed in the published chapter of the collective monograph 'Preschool
Education in Bulgaria Physical Education in Early Childhood Education and Care
Researches - Best Practices - Situation, Slovak Scientific Society for Physical
Education and sport and FIEP, ISBN 978-80-89075-81-2. (II. 3.1.). As a result of the
research, which examines the problems of preschool physical education in the last 15
years, an in-depth analysis of the legal framework governing physical education in
kindergarten has been made.

The scientific results achieved by Chief Assistant Kornelia Naydenova are in several
research areas:

* Normative provision of the subject "Physical Education and Sports" The
candidate demonstrates the knowledge in detail of the normative documents that ensure
the implementation of training in the subject "Physical Education and Sports". (II. 1. 3, L.
2.3, 11.2.7,11. 2. 10, I1. 2. 20.).

* Approbation of tests to assess the state (dynamics of development) of individual
motor abilities of students from different educational stages. Establishing the level of
development of motor skills of students of different ages. (II. 2.5 1I. 2.13, I1. 2.24).

* Relationship between physical activity and physical capacity of students from 6
to 18 years. The reports present research related to the dynamics of the development of
physical capacity of students of different age groups. The peculiarities of manifestation
and development of the individual motor abilities in age aspect are traced, which is a
prerequisite for enrichment and improvement of the methods for their education. (II. 2.1.,
II.2.2,11. 2.6, I1. 2.8, 11. 2.9, II. 2.15, 1. 2.18, II. 2.19, I1. 2.22).

* Analyzing the problems of physical education as an educational process. Various
factors that influence the effectiveness of the educational - cognitive process in physical
education have been studied. Various theories of physical education are considered and as
a result of the analysis the emphasis is on the relationship between cognitive and motor
activity of students in the learning process and good practices are derived. (II. 1.1., I1.
211,11 2,12, 11 2,14, 11. 2.21, 11, 2.23, 11. 3.1)

* The subjects with problems in football are directly related to the education of
students in the principle of "fair play". The normative base at the level of federation and
national level in connection with the attempts to settle the results of football matches in
Bulgaria and Japan is also analyzed. The subject of research is also the organization of
tournaments of the women's football championship in Bulgaria. The problems that are
analyzed are in the context of physical education and sports, as a result of which

approaches to the implementation of sports competitions in school are derived. (II. 1.2,
I1. 2.16, I1. 2.17, 11. 3.2).

Summarizing the presented scientific papers, I confirm the following



Contributions:

 The developed author's methodology for football training of students from the
initial stage of the basic educational degree presents in detail the planning,
implementation and evaluation in the training process. It enriches the theory and
methodology of physical education with the derived methodological guidelines,
according to the age characteristics of the students and with its practical applicability.

« A meaningful classification has been made for the functioning of the system of
physical education in unison with the modern aspects and normative changes in
accordance with State educational standards. The analysis of the normative provision of
the subject "Physical Education and Sports" in the context of the educational system
provides an opportunity to correct identified weaknesses in the curricula in order to
update them. !

* Motor tests (four) to assess the state of individual physical qualities tested by
Kornelia Naydenova complement enrich the theory and practice of physical education.
This is a prerequisite for enriching the system for assessment of students from different
educational stages in the subject "Physical Education and Sports".

« After an analysis of the functioning of the system of Physical Education in
preschool age, guidelines for its improvement through the application of various positive
practices have been provided.

The presented contributions in the scientific production and citations of the
candidate prove their significance for science and practice.
