OPINION

of ass. prof. Todor Jeliazkov Marinov, Ph.D. — appointed for a member of
scientific committee with Order Ne-737/08.07.2020

About: Procedure for taking the academic position “Associate Professor”
in the field of higher education 1.3. Pedagogy of the education in..., specialty
“Physical Education” for the needs of department “Theory of Physical
Education”. The contest was announced in DV, issue 57 from 26.06.2020.

There is only one candidate in the contest — Korneliya Nikolaeva
Naidenova, Ph.D., chief assistant at department “Theory of Physical Education™.
The documents were submitted within the given deadline and meet the
requirements of the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its implementation, as well as NSA
Regulations.

Korneliya Naidenova enclosed 30 scientific publications, including 1
monograph (100p.), 2 published chapters of joint monographs (40p.) and 27
scientific articles and manuscripts. Three of them were published in scientific
journals, referenced and indexed in world famous databases with scientific
information — 70p., and 24 were published in non-referenced issues — 155.7p.
There is a list of the candidate’s cited scientific works in 12 scientific articles; one
of the citations is in an indexed scientific journal. The set of documents includes
a certificate for an international scientific project the candidate took part in.

The monograph explains the regularities of the initial football training of
pupils at primary schools. The theoretical and methodological foundations of
education are revealed regarding the age peculiarities of pupils and the school
curriculum in football. The author gives certain examples for building football
skills related to the ball management, dribble, tricks and kicks — skills connected
with the adequate participation in the game. The criteria for evaluation of pupils’
skills, demonstrated in school play, are presented in a table format and are
especially valuable for practice.



The scope of the scientific articles and published manuscripts can be broken
down into four main directions:

1) Normative documentation of Physical education at schools. In the works
with numbers 11.1.3, 11.2.3, 11.2.7, 11.2.10 and 11.2.20 the author made an analysis
of the contents of the main normative documents. The emphasis is on outlining
some weaknesses in the school programs and their contents. On this basis the
author offers certain recommendations for teachers’ work during classes, and for
possible ways of improving the functioning of the system.

The published work number 11.3.1, which explains the place and
peculiarities of physical education in pre-school environment, can be also
included here.

2) Changes in the development of pupils’ motor abilities. Here we can
mention the works numbered: 11.2.1, 11.2.2, 11.2.6, 11.2.8, 11.2.9, 11.2.15, 11.2.18,
11.2.19 and 11.2.22. The author explains the influence of physical exercises on the
development of pupils’ motor qualities, after conducting different experiments.
As a result of the established regularities, the author makes certain
recommendations for improving the state of physical abilities.

3) Approbation of tests for evaluation of pupils’ motor qualities. This
direction is a natural reflection of chief assistant Naidenova’s scientific interests.
In the scientific publications with numbers: 11.2.5, 11.2.13, 11.2.24 she presents
four reliable motor tests for evaluation of the state of different motor qualities.
This, on the other hand, broadens the possibilities for assessment of the results
from education.

4) Some issues related to physical education and sport. In the works with
numbers: 11.1.1, 11.2.11, 11.2.12, 11.2.14, 11.2.21 and 11.2.23, chief assistant
Naidenova presents theoretical summaries of: 1) different concepts of physical
education; 2) the importance of motor activity for children and pupils’ health; 3)
obtained results from surveys on the interests, opinions, and cognitive abilities of
children.

The works with numbers: 11.1.2 and 11.3.2 are dedicated to the topic about
the setting up of football matches. After an exhaustive analysis the author outlines
some preventive measures which can help overcome the negative consequences
on the idea and philosophy behind sport.

In the scientific publications numbered 11.2.16 and 11.2.17 the author views
some peculiarities of football competitions and tactical interactions in baseball.

Chief assistant Korneliya Naidenova, Ph.D. has been working as a lecturer
in “Theory and Methods of Physical Education” for 10 years and 10 months which



covers the required classes to be taken. My personal impressions regarding chief
assistant Naidenova are entirely positive and based on our mutual work at
department “Theory of Physical Education”. She is characterized with high
professionalism and initiative in all educational activities. Her work with students
Is also very good — 6 Bachelor’s degree students and 1 Master’s degree student
defended their diploma works successfully under her guidance.

In conclusion:

On the basis of the analysis of the presented documentation about chief
assistant Korneliya Naidenova, Ph.D.’s scientific and teaching activities, as well
as her professional qualities, | would like to suggest that the Respectable members
of the specialized scientific committee should grant her with the title “associate
professor” in professional field 1.3. Pedagogy of education in..., specialty
“Physical education”, for the needs of Department “Theory of Physical
Education”.
