Legality of the procedure

The Contest for the Occupation of the Academic Position "Associate
Professor" for the needs of the Foreign Languages Section of the Department of
Language Learning and Information Technologies at the NSA "V. Levski” was
declared in the State Gazette, Issue 91 of 11/19/2019

From the submitted documents for the competition and the described
scientific indicators it is established that the candidate Chief Assistant Professor
Leyla Stefanova Dimitrova, PhD meets the national minimum requirements for
professional field 1.3. Pedagogy of Education in..., in accordance with the
ZRARB and the Rules for the implementation of the ZRARB, as well as the
minimum required points by groups of indicators in NSA “V. Levski” for the

professional field. There were no violations of the competition procedure.

Applicant’s biographical data

Leyla Stefanova Dimitrova is a Master of Arts in Russian Philology at
Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski". In 2009 she obtained a PhD degree at
the National Sports Academy "V. Levski”.

From 2010 to 2012, Leyla Dimitrova is Chief Assistant Professor at the
NSA Research Institute, and since 2012 she has been Chief Assistant Professor
at the Department of Language Learning and Information Technologies, Foreign
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Languages Section, as a Russian language teacher. She has teaching experience
as a chess teacher at ESPA Private Secondary School. She has also worked as a
sports journalist and editor for sports magazines, as well as a tourist organizer
and guide in Russian. Her career as a chess player at Slavia Sports Club should
also be noted.

Apart from her fluent Russian language, Leyla Dimitrova has a good

command of English and Turkish.

Research and scientific contributions

The candidate participates in the competition with 29 scientific works,
which include 1 monograph, 2 textbooks and 26 scientific articles. 3 of the
articles have been published in scientific journals and journals, referenced in
Web of Science and SCOPUS. In 21 of the submitted publications the applicant
Is a single author, in 4 she is the first author and in 1 - the third author. Eight of
the submitted scientific papers are in foreign languages (English and Russian).
All scientific articles and reports have been published in reputable publications
at home and abroad.

The main interests of Chief Assistant Professor Leyla Stefanova
Dimitrova, PhD, are in the following research fields:

1. Russian as a foreign language in the field of sports and leisure tourism
(Ne 1,13, 29).

2. Methodology of training and optimization of the educational process in
specialized Russian language for students from the NSA “V. Levski” (Ne 17, 21,
23, 25, 26, 27).

3. Chess - theory, practice and teaching methodology (Ne 4, 5, 6, 8, 9, 11,
14,16, 19, 24,7, 10, 12, 15, 18, 20, 22).

The most significant contribution is the in-depth and methodologically
focused monograph "The role of foreign language learning for the sport and

tourist industry in the leisure time" (2019) (Ne 1). It considers learning Russian

as a compulsory element of the professional training of specialized personnel for
the leisure and sports industry. At the same time, the need to optimize the
learning processing is pointed. Methodological justification is given,
professionally oriented grammar material in Russian as a foreign language is
presented. The educational content is divided into thematic modules and sample
lessons and adapted for immediate use in the training process by both sports
professionals and those working in Tourism, Wellness and SPA activities. The
lecture course offered in the monograph focuses on the acquisition of the basic
types of skills (speaking, listening, reading) in Russian grounded on a lexical
and grammatical minimum with sports orientation.

Two more publications (Ne 13, 29) are devoted to the current topics for
updating and developing the professional language training of specialized staff
in the field of leisure services.

Some of the scientific publications of Chief Assistant Professor Leyla
Dimitrova, PhD are associated with her teaching activity and are focused on
improving the teaching and methodology of vocationally oriented Russian
language for students from the NSA "V. Levski” (Ne 17, 21, 23, 25, 26, 27).

I would particularly like to point out the article on foreign language
borrowings in contemporary Russian sports vocabulary, which is a significant,
profound, and long-term study based on qualitative language material (Ne 28).

The third research area is related to the development, characteristics and
contemporary aspects of chess training. Her publications on the development of
programs for determining the level of strategic skills of highly qualified chess
players (No. 10) are of particular interest for the sport pedagogical practice with
reference to the introduction of modern chess software and Internet technologies
in the training of specialists (No. 7), the introduction of specialized tests for
evaluation of the results of chess players (No 18), about chess at school and its

promotion (No 14, 15), the interests of students in this sport (No 12) and others.



Chief Assistant Professor Dimitrova has documented 20 citations of her
scientific works (1 is presented in Web of Science), which is evidence of the
interest in her scientific production and research.

As major contributions to the scientific works of Chief Assistant Professor
Leyla Stefanova Dimitrova, PhD, the following can be distinguished:

1. The theoretical and practical aspects of learning Russian as a foreign
language in the leisure time and leisure industry have been explored, and a
curriculum has been developed, in line with the contemporary goals of
specialized training in the field.

2. The main problems, goals, content, methods and means of teaching a
foreign language in non-linguistic higher education institutions, aimed at
mastering the specialized language of different sports, are analyzed.

3. Based on the author's methodological concept, a series of lessons with
emphasis on subject matter have been developed, as a basic criterion for
designing educational modules for training students and sports professionals.

4. Chess knowledge is enriched by researching and analyzing significant
features and trends in its development and optimizing chess training in a modern
way.

The active involvement of Chief Assistant Professor Leyla Dimitrova,
PhD, in various types of projects - 3 institutional scientific projects at the NSA
“V. Levski” and 2 international research projects under the European programs,
Is notable. The applicant carries out expert activity and organizes various

Initiatives as a participant in the mentioned project activities.

Teaching activity
Chief Assistant Professor Leyla Dimitrova, PhD, is a leading Lecturer in
Russian in the Bachelor’s programs of the Faculties of Sport and Pedagogy. She

teaches Russian in the Master's programs in Sports Animation, SPA Culture,
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Eastern and Aqua Practices and various PhD programs at the NSA. She has
developed the Russian language curricula for students of the NSA "V. Levski”.

The two parts of the "Russian Language Textbook for NSA Students”,
focused on the field of specialized professional communication in the area of
sport, are quite valuable and useful for students in the Russian language teaching
courses. The textbook can be used for work both with a teacher and
independently.

Under the guidance of L. Dimitrova a total of three graduates have

defended their Bachelor's and Master's Degrees.
Conclusion

The applicant's overall research activity, with an emphasis on the
methodology of teaching specialized Russian language, her active pedagogical
work in Russian with NSA students in the three educational degrees’ programs,
her participation in numerous research projects, are a solid basis for positive
assessment. On this ground, | strongly recommend to the members of the
Specialized Scientific Board to award Chief Assistant Professor Leyla Stefanova
Dimitrova, PhD, the academic position "Associate Professor" in the specialty
"Physical Education™ (Methodology of training in specialized Russian language)
in the professional field 1.3.
