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1. Actuality of the PhD thesis
The presented PhD thesis observes the management of the educational-training
process in the high-school sport education in the state educational requirements for
the professional qualification of ,,Assistant Coach®, and particularly the practical
preparation of the students in the ,,production practice” subject. The problem is with
intransitive actuality given the continuously changing social and economical
conditions, the technological advance and the development of the legal framework
for the educational sector. These factors require adaptation of the activity of the
educational institutions and the realization of more successful models of management
of the educational process.
In the observed PhD thesis the theoretical framework has been analysed and such a
model has been developed for the education in the “production practice”, which is in

turn tested in the practice and its effectiveness has been proven.

2. Characteristics of the PhD thesis



The thesis has been developed over 116 pages, including the addends. It has been
distributed in four chapters.

The first chapter is labelled Theoretical problems of the management of the
educational-training process. It spans 41 pages and analyses 25 literature sources.

A detailed review has been made on the main literature, and a relation between the
management of systems and the educational process has been established. The main
formulations in the theory of management and administration are considered, as they
are adapted to the conditions of the educational activity. Different teaching styles and
their main characteristics are also considered. An overview has been made on the
basic provisions on the nature of learning, as well as on the different types of
learning, with a special attention to constructivism. The main indicators and factors
of the quality of the educational process are indicated. The detailed analysis resulting
from the personal experience of the author in the individual areas deserves to be
noted.

The second chapter presents the Innovative model, developed by the author, for
quality management of the educational and training process. It is developed in a
volume of 12 pages. Specific stages for motivation and innovation are brought to the
main stages of the management cycle. Through them, the author aims to increase
student engagement in the learning process and enable teachers and learners to
achieve better results through more flexible learning management.

The third chapter covers the research methodology over 7 pages. The aim of the
research is correctly formulated, and the main tasks are consistent with the aim and
help to achieve it. The research hypothesis is clear and specific. The research
methods are selected correctly and correspond to the goal and tasks. They are
described in detail and allow, if necessary, a reproduction of the study. The principles
that the researcher adhered to during the research are described in detail and
indicated. The main terminology used in scientific work is also described. The
organization of the study is presented, divided into five stages.

The analysis of the results of the conducted research is presented in Chapter Four,

where the summaries and conclusions from the scientific work are also included. It



has been developed over the course of 27 pages. The analysis shows the in-depth

knowledge of the training process by the author. The summaries, or conclusions, of
the study are correctly formulated in seven main areas, including recommendations
for each of them. In the summaries and recommendations the author correctly uses

the results of the research, clearly indicating their limitations.

3. Significant contributions of the PhD thesis
The contributions of the dissertation can be summarized in the following:

 The main scientific contribution of the work is the analysis of the main settings in
the educational process and their adaptation to the needs of sports schools, on the
basis of which an Innovative model for quality management of the training process
has been developed.

» The main scientific-applied contribution of the dissertation is the approbation and
application of an Innovative model for quality-oriented management of the training
process in production practice and its experimental proof as contributing to

improving the quality of students' education.

4. Critical notes on the scientific work
A number of critical remarks can be made to the work, related to various aspects of
its presentation. In terms of style, the text often goes beyond the accepted standards
for scientific research and in some places is rather journalistic or essayistic. There are
gaps in the technical layout, related to distances, separation of new chapters,
presentation of the cited literature and others. Structurally, the work could also have
been better presented and organized.
There are gaps in the literature review - the number of literature sources could be
higher, for better representation. There are also some authors cited in the text who are
not listed in the references on the back.
However, I believe that the comments made do not reduce the value of the developed

model and its experimental testing.



5. Conclusion
Despite the remarks and shortcomings of the scientific work, I believe that it still
meets the necessary requirements for research and fulfills its role to present the
scientific activity of the author.
Given the achieved applied results, I believe that the dissertation can receive a
positive evaluation and I propose to the scientific jury to award Rumen Gerginov

Stanishev the educational and scientific degree "Doctor".
