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I. Relevance and significance of the problem developed in the

dissertation.

The dissertation work presented by Hristo Pavlov is dedicated to a
problem of great, special importance, namely the optimization of sports training
of adolescent wrestlers with auditory processing disorders. These athletes find
themselves at a disadvantage and require on one hand the existence of a
specialized organizational structure and on the other hand, the development of
methods and tools adapted to their needs in the training work.

The in-depth literature review made in Chapter One and the doctoral
student’s personal attitude expressed in the separate subchapters of the
dissertation, gives him a reason at the end to formulate a relevant working
hypothesis.

My belief is that the choice of the topic by the doctoral student deserves a
positive assessment, as the study is aimed at a social group of people with
special needs and the research goal is to optimize their sports training by

applying a specialized methodology.



IL. Evaluation of the results and contributions of the

dissertation.

The dissertation has a total volume of 161 pages, the content is illustrated
appropriately and in the best way with 20 tables and 30 figures. The
bibliographic review includes 212 titles, of which 136 in Cyrillic, 64 in Latin
and 12 published on the Internet. Older literature sources (established authors)
and a small percentage of publications from recent years have been used. Most
of the literature sources are relatively old (recognized authors) and a small
percentage of publications from recent years have been used. The whole
dissertation work is written in a good scientific style, but there are some
inaccuracies and errors.

The conducted in-depth and competent analysis of the results in several
directions gives me reason to give a positive evaluation to the presented
scientific work due to its convincingly proven merits. The reasons for such an
assessment can be formulated as follows:

1. The role of the auditory apparatus for motor control is well analyzed.

2. An adapted methodology has been successfully worked out as an
approach for developing the coordination abilities of adolescent wrestlers with
hearing deficits.

3. The conducted sports-pedagogical experiments have allowed the
doctoral student to accumulate information for quantitative assessment of the
physical capacity of the surveyed persons and to establish the effect produced on
them as a result of the different types of training impacts.

4. The worked out cinematographic and dynamic analysis of the motor
tasks set through the new methodology deserve a positive assessment; the
methodology for analog modeling of statistical biomechanical characteristics;
the methodology for quantitative assessment of biomechanical characteristics

from statistical models.



5. Scientifically substantiated recommendations and directions for the
future development of the new methodological guidelines have been

successfully formulated.

I11. Data on the abstract, publications and participation in

scientific forums.

The abstract is developed according to the established requirements and
corresponds to the content of the work.

Hristo Pavlov has presented two scientific publications on the topic of the
dissertation; both are in Bulgarian. One of them has been prepared for the
doctoral student's participation in the Scientific Conference of the Department of
Heavy athletics, Boxing, Fencing and Sports for All and is published in the
conference proceedings book, and the other is published in the specialized
journal "Sports and Science".

IV. Conclusion.

The presented dissertation work is a significant and practically useful
scientific study providing a real contribution to the theory and practice of sports
science; the dissertation has highlighted ways of increasing the effectiveness of
social integration of people with disabilities, and in particulat deaf athletes, as

well as bettering the quality of life of these people.

Based on the overall positive evaluation of the presented dissertation
work, I suggest to the esteemed members of the scientific jury to decide on the
award of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in the professional field
