The PhD Student's interest in the "white" society deepens in understanding and
empathy for sports events - victories and losses; a number of unnoticed or neglected historical details
have been precisely thought out - the author reveals how big the little things are ("The little stone turns
the car"). A number of sports events are presented in a new light, having, in addition to sports, also a
certain socio-political significance for the historical period 1913-1944.

Along with the extremely high professional realization of the Author (two monographs as a result of
independent research, three co-authored books, dozens of television scripts, etc.), today's the Defense
another peak in the creative potential, developed in the following merits of valuable work:

The epistemological spectrum of the work is determined by the searching activity of the Author, who
managed to fill a huge information deficit as a main prerequisite for the outlined merits of the research:



The content of the Doctorate has a solid volume (256 pages), structured in three chapters; richly
illustrated with 60 illustrations (35 photos, 6 figures, 19 tables); An abundant bibliography is searched,
including the cited authors, materials from the periodical press (hundreds of issues of newspapers,
magazines of 24 issues, bulletins of 20 issues, 5 pages of archival documents, and electronic resources).

THE INTRODUCTION updates the need to study the problem.

CHAPTER ONE (pp. 6-83) is devoted to the formulation of a study with a broad analysis of the
characteristics of the creation and development of a widely organized sports activity of the "white"
sports club in Sofia, including activities with adolescents; the emergence of various sports (cricket,
athletics, winter sports, boxing, swimming, basketball, volleyball, handball, hockey), which transformed
"Slavia" into a Universal sports club.

The author focuses on the high sports activity of "Slavia" as an indicator of the motivating power of
sports, developing not only the physical and volitional qualities of the personality of those involved, but
also morality, entrepreneurship, intelligence - the indicator "speed of decision" (Woody Allen was quoted
as saying: "Every moment is important, but if you wait for the right moment, you will be overtaken by
others who do not wait.")

As a good psychologist, Binbelov selects excerpts from authors who pointed out that high prestige is
achieved not only with victory, but also with the need to accept the loss and respect for the opponent.

Based on data from various sources, the Author expands the information about the Slavs, for whom the
planning and organization of the activity are an important factor ("The idiot with a plan can defeat the
genius without a plan"), connecting it with such manifestations of will as perseverance, perseverance,
maximum investment in sports - and the individual athlete, and the club and the state.

The PhD Student has dedicated his creative energy to an inspired search for valuable sources and is
building a historiographical portrait of the Slavia football team. To reconstruct the events, he "takes the
tape back" by systematizing the unique information found from photos and documents, accompanied by
in-depth analysis, objective but also critical assessments, quoting an open definition of an "international
meeting" and a number of bold ideas ... The author has achieved - beyond what is obvious at first glance
- an objective, independent, fair analysis of events, and this is a certain success - justice is embedded in
the moral code.

The author presents the cultural identity of SC "Slavia", related to documents of the Society for sports
engagement of all ages in the club, the role of sports in the name of education, volunteering, iconic
figures in Bulgarian culture, still known names - the Spirit of the era, with a lasting educational,
pedagogical and cultural mission (artists, musicians, journalists, intellectuals, and politicians).

Created during and regardless of the war, SC "Slavia" motivates people of all ages - The PhD Student
talks about holders of the captain's armband and performers, champions, judges, choristers, incl. women
and girls. The author reveals the undoubted and multifaceted motivating power of sport with its
"peaceful role": immediately after the First World War, the Slavia-players played with British soldiers
from the occupation corps; established the ,,Cohesion Cup” with Serbian athletes (1934) three years



before the Treaty between Yugoslavia and the Bulgaria; The visits of the football team to Turkey, Greece,
Serbia, Croatia, Romania, ltaly, etc., as well as the invitation to the Moscow "Spartak" (1940), etc. were
followed. The wide international response of these meetings was assessed with an assessment of the
sports and game qualities of the players, but in the illegal newspaper "Workers' Case" there is no
information on the merits - no result, no names, etc. The PhD Student notes inaccuracies and omissions,
collection "50 years of Bulgarian football" (we see how everyone "can" write history ...). In conclusion of
the theoretical analysis, the author points out the shortage of topics, lack of tools, ignorance of
documents and one-sided, very biased interpretation and ideologizing "in the spirit of the time."

CHAPTER TWO (pp. 84-99) includes the main points in science - hypotheses, purpose, tasks,
methodology and organization of research:

The three working hypotheses are built on the basis of the theoretical analysis of the literature and are
adequate to the set goals and objectives.

The subject of research covers a huge archival and bibliographic material for the period of 31 years from
the establishment of SC "Slavia", related to the adequately set goals, objectives, complex methodology
of research. With the content analysis in tabular and graphical form according to the criteria set by the
author (98 pages) - the information obtained reveals the ability of Kamen Binbelov to plan, organize and
conduct research for the period specified by the program.

Content analysis is systematized according to historical sources: memaoirs; literary sources - magazines,
bulletins; editions of SC "Slavia"; books on the history of Bulgarian football with the theme "Slavia";
publications for foreign clubs with the participation of Slavia players.

The contribution significance of the dissertation work, reflected in CHAPTER THREE (pp. 100-235), is
multifaceted. The additional accents to each meeting are remarkable, interesting for both the specialist
and the amateur. The traceable balance of the matches played over the years is impressive, according to
the geographical locations of the rivals in the European regions, as well as those in Asia and Africa,
illustrated in tables and figures. Slavia is presented as a hospitable host, but also a sought-after,
authoritative guest abroad. The author aptly connects the dynamics of the ongoing political processes,
economic crises, the collapse of empires and kingdoms, etc., with the sustainable sports and game
activity of the players from "Slavia", who played significantly more matches than our national team. It
has been established that the type of political entity does not prevent the management team from
organizing matches. Therefore, | believe that the data commented by the Author on events outside the
time contours outlined by the topic help to read both "between the lines" and "below the lines", to draw
conclusions that are only at first glance "off topic" ("transparent” and the challenge to know the past in
the name of the future - work is an example of how to resurrect and preserve the memory of other
Sports Clubs in our country from their inception until today).

The quantitative and qualitative analysis tracks Slavia's games with clubs, military, national teams, as
well as the games in friendly tournaments, accepted with a sense of national pride. The PhD Student also
reveals the role of a number of (new to us) foreign policy factors, acting during the international
meetings for the period 1913-1944.



The author thoroughly studies and compares different sources of information and accurately establishes
the first meeting with foreigners; expresses its competent opinion on a number of missing and non-
existent matches, searches for and specifies results and names of competitors. For the modern sports
specialist are of interest the organization of football games with teams from abroad and the
accompanying facts, documented by the Author...

Significant attention in the work is paid to important accents accompanying the considered duels: the
emphasized educational effect for maintaining patriotism - "Bulgarian spirit", their role in nourishing
and strengthening the Bulgarian spirit; their influence for the erasure of borders and the rapprochement
of people, as well as for the improvement of sports and game equipment and tactics; the involvement of
foreign coaches and players is adequately and extensively assessed; some negative consequences of the
games have been followed.

The multifaceted experience of The PhD Student shapes him as an accurate and proactive researcher.
Kamen Binbelov "brings to light", with professional passion, a number of complex specific sports,
national and political problems in the active competitive activity of the players from "Slavia" and
presents new knowledge in the field of "History of football" - the new "know-how".

The Conclusions and Recommendations summarize the obtained results and are a response of the goal
and the tasks. Possibilities for deepening the problem and its development as an important part of the
value system of the sports world are outlined.

The Abstract, formed in optimal pages, reflects the structure of the Labor with an assessment of the
main contributions. The publishing activity is reflected in three separate articles. The norms of scientific
ethics are observed, and the high language culture presents a stylistically integrated material.

CONCLUSION:

The doctorate "Significant International Football Games of Slavia in the Context of the Foreign Policy
Situation (1913-1944)" is in its essence an innovative work in the field of sports sciences. Developed
according to the standards of the Doctor's degree, the work is characterized by originality, with certain
theoretical, historiographical and applied contributions - a "Pantheon" dedicated to the remarkable
sports history of the football team of "Slavia", significantly exceeding the requirements for the degree
"Doctor". The professional skills of The PhD Student to study and analyze, summarize and critically
evaluate the obtained data, give me reason to confidently suggest to the esteemed members of the
Scientific Jury to highly appreciate the work and to vote for the award of KAMEN OGNYANOV BINBELOV
educational and scientific degree "DOCTOR".
