Sport, scientific specialty Sport (Methods of teaching English in sport) announced in DV, issue

The contest for “Associate Professor” in professional filed 7.6. Sport, scientific
specialty Sport (Methods of teaching English in sport) was announced for the needs of Sector
“Foreign Languages” of DEOIT at NSA “Vassil Levski” in DV, Issue 26/30.03.2021, according
to the requirements of the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria and the Regulations for its implementation, as well as NSA Regulations.

There is only one participant in the contest — chief assistant Liliya Krumova Doncheva, Ph.D.
— a lecturer in English language at Sector “Foreign Languages” of DEOIT at NSA “Vassil

Levski”.

Chief assistant Liliya Doncheva graduated with a bachelor’s degree from UNWE, Sofia in 1998
with major “Economics and Management of Trade”. In 2008, she acquired an English teacher
degree at Faculty “Classical and New Philologies” at SU “St. Kliment Ohridski”, and two years
later she graduated with a master’s degree “Literature, Communications, Media” at SU “St.
Kliment Ohridski”. In 2013 she acquired an educational-scientific degree “Ph.D.” at
Department “Psychology, Pedagogy, Sociology, and Philosophy” at NSA “Vassil Levski” after
successfully defending her dissertation on topic “Influence of Some Psychological Peculiarities

of Sports Students on their Foreign Language Acquisition”.

Chief assistant Liliya Doncheva has been an English teacher for more than 20 years. She worked
in three private language schools, and since 2009, after a contest she won, she has been working
as a lecturer at NSA “Vassil Levski”. The excellent academic preparation and her constant
willingness to develop professionally have established chief assistant Liliya Doncheva in the
academic community as a respectable and recognizable contemporary lecturer with impressive

activities.

Chief assistant Liliya Doncheva, Ph.D. participates in the contest for acquiring the academic
position “Associate Professor” with 16 scientific works (including author’s summary of
dissertation for acquiring the educational-scientific degree “Ph.D.) -— 1 monograph (100 p.); 1

book based on dissertation (40 p.); 5 manuscripts published in scientific journals referenced and



indexed in world-known databases with scientific information (180 p.); 8 manuscripts
published in non-referenced scientific journals (155 p.). Of them, 9 are in English and 4 are in
Bulgarian. There are 5 manuscripts in which chief assistant Liliya Doncheva was the only
author and 7 manuscripts in co-authorship. Chief assistant Liliya Doncheva has presented
information about 10 citations in scientific editions referenced and indexed in world-known
databases with scientific information (100 p.), published educational materials (20 p.) and a
document confirming her participation as a lecturer in the English academic staff course at NSA
2010-2012 (60 p.). The applicant has presented the necessary documents-evidence for
participation in 2 national scientific and educational projects (30 p.) and 4 international
scientific and educational projects (80 p.), as well as for the guidance of 1 bachelor’s degree
student who successfully defended his thesis (20 p.).

The presented materials for participation in the contest for acquiring the academic position
“Associate Professor” completely meet all the requirements of the Act for the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its implementation, as

well as NSA Regulations.

The presented evidence as regards the fulfilment of the quality parameters completely meet the
requirements and present the applicant as an established researcher with a significant
contribution in the development of knowledge, as a respectable lecturer with a university,

national and international contribution in pedagogical activities.

The contents of the scientific works coincide with the topic of the announced contest.
Undoubtedly, the monograph “Scientific English in the Field of Sport” has the greatest
scientific and practical value and provides basic guidelines, recommendations, and practical
ideas for creating a scientific publication based on world established scientific writing styles
(APA Style, Harvard Style, Chicago Style). The monograph can serve as a practical reference
book for all Ph.D. students and sports specialists when writing scientific works in the different

areas of sports science.

The contributions of the author’s scientific publications can be presented in two directions —
contributions of theoretical character and contributions of practical-applied character. Some of

the most important contributions can be summarized as follows:

1. The author researched some of the main psychological characteristics of the so-
called new millennium generations, as well as of some major factors contributing to the

development of the so-called “language identity” and on this basis, she introduced some



guidelines for optimization of the teaching process in foreign languages in the conditions of the

new reality.

2. In the context of structured modelling, the author analyzed the influence of stress
and the factors recovery, emotional intelligence, and burnout on athletes’ satisfaction. A
questionnaire was created measuring the level of foreign language studies satisfaction of sports
students which can serve as a yearly reference point for the efficiency of the educational
process. A theoretical model and test were developed measuring the subjective evaluation of

the benefits from practicing sports.

3. The author made some in-depth research on the specific needs of the students at
NSA “Vassil Levski” regarding their English language studies and on this basis she created
various interactive teaching procedures aiming at increasing students’ participation motivation
during foreign language classes. The author created an innovative system of teaching a foreign
language for sports students. Contemporary electronic educational materials were created
especially for sports students with major “High-Performance Sport” which facilitates the

educational process.

CONCLUSION:

Chief assistant Liliya Krumova Doncheva, Ph.D. is an established and erudite specialist

in the field of teaching English language with an excellent theoretical and practical preparation.
She is respected by the academic community. She is recognized with her thoroughness and
sensitivity to the most topical scientific issues. With her scientific works she makes certain
contributions to the field of theory and practice of foreign language studies.
The applicant’s scientific and pedagogical activities, as well as the presented scientific-metric
data completely meet the requirements of the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its implementation, as well as NSA
Regulations.

There are no signals for plagiarism and no signs of plagiarism have been found.
