I[liya Dimitrov’s educational and professional status is impressive
(within the period 2006 till now, more than 14 years) as Taekwondo
instructor; administrative secretary, general secretary, executive secretary of
the Bulgarian Taekwondo federation. He has graduated from “Master’s”
educational and qualification degree (EQD) with “Sport management”
specialty, “Bachelor’s” EQD with “Taekwondo coach” first and “Physical
education and sport teacher” second specialty; the PHD student is a member of
the European Taekwondo Union Referee’s committee, technical delegate and
lecturer to the World Taekwondo Federation. Even more, Iliya Dimitrov owns
kukkiwon technical degree and V dan of the World Taekwondo Headquarters.
He is Taekwondo International referee (class 2) - sparing discipline.

The PhD student’'s educational and professional status are
guarantee and expectation for successful development of the doctor’s
thesis.

Physical education and sport Committee to the Council of Ministers is
created in Bulgaria in 1992. The National Assembly approves the Physical
education and sport Law in 1996; the state-public principle is the basic one for
the physical education and sport management. The theme of the doctor’s

thesis is current topic, of intransient importance. The European Union
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recommends in a range of documents (charters, conventions, programmes,
projects) perfection of the sport federations management (federations,
associations, unions, clubs). The theoretical, scientific-applied study and good
practices are the doctor’s thesis object of research.

“Taekwondo WT management model in Bulgaria” doctor’s thesis
presented for review is developed in 224 standard pages and four interrelated
chapters (incl. 2 annexes). The content of the work is successfully illustrated
by 63 figures and 13 tables.; 140 sources are used: literature, programme,
documental and sights - 58 in Cyrillic and 82 in Latin alphabet.

Here down 1 am synthesizing the thesis structure, content and

contributions.

Chapter one - “Theoretical and methodological set up of the
problem” (page 4 - 85). “Taekwondo evolutional development” as Korean
martial art is directly related and contributes to the doctor’s thesis.
Taekwondo arise and development in the world (philosophy, specificity,
theory, authors, traditions, views, modern functions, management) are
competently presented in the work. The Bulgarian Taekwondo federation is
established in 1990 having Stanislav Ivanov as its first president. Presented is
analysis of Taekwondo federation in Bulgaria; functioning and course of
development, sport-technical specificity; human resources; organization;
participation of Bulgaria and Bulgarian personalities in Taekwondo
international structures. The professional analysis of the social-economic and
transformational processes, characteristic of Taekwondo at national and
international level (cultural and religious philosophy) is a contribution;
creation of the World federation. Taekwondo WT is accepted as official sport
in the Olympic Games programme. “Taekwondo coach” specialty is opened at
“V. Levsli” NSA in 1992. Valeriy Naydenov’s contribution to the creation and
development of the Bulgarian Taekwondo federation is underlined.

The “Process of Taekwondo WT institutionalization - cultural practice
of part of the global sport movement” is of important contribution for the
projection and application of an approach, principle and models. In that

relation, the PhD student presents diagnostic analysis of up-to-date models of:
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basic institutions in Taekwondo global movement (fig.2); World Taekwondo
federation organizational-management structure (fig.3); organizational-
management structures of the European Taekwondo Union and the Bulgarian
Taekwondo WT federation (fig, 4, 5).

In respect to these structures, successful trial is made to evaluate the
opportunities for direct influence of institutionalization on: the principles;
strategies; programmes; preparation and realization of human resources;
legal; legal-normative arrangements for the functioning of the sport
organizations (national and international); management of the sport events
and other trends.

The application of “Taekwondo WT institutionalization in Bulgaria”
principle is one of the factors for increasing the functions of the social
institutions (sport organizations) for the introduction of modern policy for
satisfying the interests and needs of the people (separate individuals and

social groups of the society).

Chapter two - “Methodology of the study” (page 86 - 92). The
purpose of the research is the development of scientifically reasoned
“Taekwondo WT management model as a system in Bulgaria” coordinated
with the new social-economic conditions and Taekwondo WT community in
the country. Five scientific-research tasks are inter-relatedly formulated for
the execution of the purpose.

Formulated are: the methodology of the study; scientific problem and
hypothesis; purpose and tasks; field; subject and object of the study;
organization of the research. The PhD student applies competently a complex
of scientific methods: general methodology; system approach; theoretical
analysis of literature, programme and documental sources; content analysis
(modeling); SWOT and PEST analysis; mathematic-statistic models. The
inquiry method, having and expert function, is a contribution. The expert card
covers 26 questions with indicators. Bulgarian (34) and foreign (25) experts

take part in the study.



Chapter three - “Analysis of the results” (page 93 - 200)

The final products of the theoretic and scientific-applied studies of
Taekwondo WT management are: 1. Comparative, expert inquiry of Bulgarian
and foreign experts related to the: distribution of the basic purposes; priority
development; basic problems; basic sources of financing; normative provision;
club sport base; personnel provision; education degree at expert level;
engagement in the management; priority development, etc. 2. SWOT analysis
results of the tendencies of Taekwondo WT management and development in
Bulgaria (strengths and weaknesses) (opportunities and threads) within the
conditions of external and internal media (tables 1,2,3,4); through analysis
formulated are the modern tendencies related to social, economic, political
and technological factors influencing the current state of Taekwondo WT
management and development as complicated social and economic system.
3. Theoretic models of Taekwondo WT management and development in
Bulgaria at national level (fig. 22) and of the Bulgarian Taekwondo WT
federation (fig. 23) are designed through the application of the system
approach; structure-functional analysis of the territorial distribution and
management of Taekwondo sport clubs in Bulgaria is made (fig. 24 and 25).
Accent is put on the application of a structure-functional model of Taekwondo
WT sport club in Bulgaria (fig. 26).

On that base, competently are formulated recommendations for
development of: national strategy; national and regional programmes;
implementation of structural and functional changes; establishment of
administrative capacity at national, regional and club level; setting up
informational campaigns, marketing and sociological studies; preparation of
experts. The purpose is to provide intensive and effective management and
development of Taekwondo WT in Bulgaria.

The conclusions and recommendations for the practice correspond to the
results of the studies in the doctor’s thesis. The notes and recommendations
on the doctor’s thesis made during the discussions at the department are
taken into consideration and entered in its final presentation for the defense.

The structure and contents of the doctor’s thesis are presented in details into
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the Abstract too. Plagiarism and incorrect use of literature, programme and

documental resources are not established.

Doctor’s thesis contributions

2. The historical processes of rise and development of Taekwondo WT in
the world and in Bulgaria are studied. 2. Good trial is achieved for the
application of a new “Institutionalization” principle as an approach, form and
factor for its application on the effective management and development of
Taekwondo WT in Bulgaria. 3. Diagnostic and theoretical models for
management and development of Taekwondo WT at national, regional and
club level are presented and designed. 4. Comparative expert study is
performed with participation of Bulgarian and foreign experts on topical:
social; managerial; resources (cadres, financial and infrastructural) aspects;
programme elements of Taekwondo WT management and development in
Bulgaria. 5. Current information about the situation and the influence of a
complex of factors on the effectiveness of Taekwondo WT management and

development in Bulgaria is presented through SWOT and PEST analysis.

Questions to the PhD student: 1. The European Union, by its Erasmus+
programme, encourages and provides financing of the “Good management of
sport” project during the last years. Will topic theory, scientific-applied
studies, good practice influence Taekwondo WT management in Bulgaria? 2.
What should be the criteria, indexes and indicators for the effective
management of the processes of Taekwondo TW development in Bulgaria in
future? 3. What should be the approach, technology and mechanism for
effective establishment, function and development of Taekwondo WT clubs in

Bulgaria?
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In conclusion, on the bases of the review, I confidently propose to
the scientific jury, following the successful defense of Iliya Dobromirov
Dimitrov’s “Taekwondo WT management model in Bulgaria” doctor’s
thesis, to confer him the “PhD” Educational and scientific degree in
professional direction 7.6. Sport, “Theory and methodology of sport
science” PhD programme.
