I Quantity of the presented research activity and production of
the candidate

The assessment of the quantity of the research activity and
production of the candidates we have readlized in accordance with the
indicators of the national requirements under art.

To participate in the competition for "professor”, the candidate has
submitted a list of 20 fitles including the following scientific production:
monograph - 1; scientific articles - 15 pcs. (5 of them are in scientific
journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous databases with
scientific information and 10 included in non-refereed journals with
scientific review or published in edited collective volumes). Of the total
number of submitted scientific articles, 7 of them are independent
authors and 8 are co-authors. All this gives an idea of the quantity and
diversity of the candidate's scientific output. And in order for the
quantitative characteristic to be complete, we will also note the
participations of the candidate, as a manager of a total of 3 projects. Of
these, 1 is institutional and 2 are national.

Il. Quality and scientific contribution of research products

We have carried out the analysis of the quality of the research
activity in three directions:

| Regarding the first direction, the quality of the proposed
monograph, | will note that it bears the mark of in-depth historical
research, which | appreciate. The proposed monograph "History of
Hockey", ISBN 978-619-239-573-5, examines the emergence and evolution
of hockey from antiquity, antfiquity, the Middle Ages and modern times. A
retrospective was conducted and chronologically traced, analyzed and
summarized the prerequisites for the emergence and development of
hockey globally and nationally-from the emergence of the game in
Bulgaria, through the establishment of the first clubs to the establishment
of BF field hockey and development of sports after the establishment of
the federation.

Of the presented scientific publications, | highly
appreciate those published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed
in world-famous databases of scientific information. They bear the mark
of innovation and originality in relation to the treated issues. In this regard,
their thematic focus is as follows: revealing the kinematics of the phase
structure of the technique "drag flick"; research owner the development
of an innovative experimental methodology "push & flick" on the
dynamics in the development of indicators related to improving the
speed of the ball, on the accuracy of shooting when performing NK in
potentially effective goal areas; establishing the degrees and directions
of dependence between the main forms of manifestation of the basic
and specialized speed; revealing the interrelations between indicators for
fitness training and sports training of 10-12-year-old hockey players;

= Curricula have been developed for students from NSA "Vasil Levski”,
hockey specialists in Bachelor's and Master's degrees and a curriculum for
EPA - field hockey for non-specialist students accredited by the Ministry of
Education and Science;

= The Glossary of Field Hockey Glossary has been published;

» Classification models of technical techniques in hockey have been
developed. In the overall scientific production presented to me by the
candidate, | do not find forms of plagiarism.
