L. Biography, professional and public activity of the candidate

The “associate professor” competition is announced in State Gazette No.
22/March 18, 2022. Chief assistant Vasil Iliev Dimitrov, PhD, who answers art.
24 of the Development of the academic staff in Republic of Bulgaria Law, is the
only candidate in the competition. The competition procedure is correct, without
any infringements.

Chief assistant Vasil Dimitrov is born on July 28, 1975. He completes his
Bachelor’s degree at “St. St. Kiril and Methoduis” University of Veliko
Turnovo in the year 2000 with “Psychology” major. He graduates from his
Master’s degree at the same university two years later — “Social and political
psychology” specialty. Simultaneously with his education in Veliko Tarnovo,
chief assistant Dimitrov studies law at New Bulgarian University (1998-2003),

getting his diploma in 2003. He graduates a vocational qualification in psycho-



analysis at “St. Kliment Ohridski” Sofia University. He is a PhD student to
“Psychology, pedagogy and sociology” department at National Sport Academy
“Vassil Levski” during the period 2006-2010 where he defends his thesis and
acquires the educational and scientific degree of “PhD”.

The candidate starts his labour-professional, incl. educational activities in
2005 as a part-time psychology lecturer at the Sport Academy. Later on he
works as a law consultant at “Ivan Bogorov” 140 secondary school (Sofia), and
in 2011 he 1s awarded an assistant position at National Sport Academy “Vassil
Levski” in the “Management and history of sport” department. Since 2014 he
becomes chief assistant and additionally to the general education course, he
lectures and directs exercises for certain modules (“Sport Law”, “Human
resources management and business communications”, “Management of a sport
club”, etc), to the Bachelor’s programme in sport management, of post-graduate
students at the postgraduate qualification centre, as well as of higher students in
various Master’s programmes — ‘“Sport management”, “Sport animation”,
“Sport, fitness, health”. He is over-fulfilling his educational activities during the
years without any interruption. He recorded 1116 lesson hours during the
2020/2021 school year, 622 of which are auditorium work. Took part in a range
of sport events as volunteer. He co-authored and co-developed an educational
programme on the “Normative arrangement of the physical education and sport
in Republic of Bulgaria” subject, used for the education of the students at the
sport schools for acquiring 111"-degree professional qualification as an “assistant
coach”.

In his public activity he is a member of the Psychologists’ Society in
Bulgaria and the “Tennis management international association” Managing
body. He is confirmed as an expert witness at Sofia City Court; he was also a
juror. Since recently he has started practising as a lawyer.

His high moral, ethics and correctness of behaviour helps him in his

exceptionally varied and successful activities.



I1. Scientific work and contribution

Chief assistant Vasil Dimitrov presents 18 scientific works for his
participation in the “associate professor” competition — 1 doctor’s thesis (not to
be reviewed), 1 monograph, 2 textbooks (1 on line and 1 as co-author), 2
independent publications in scientific editions, refereed and indexed and 13
publications (4 of them as a single author) in non-referred magazines. Fifteen
guotations are presented in monographs and scientific magazines. Thus he
considerably exceeds the minimum point requirements for taking the “associate
professor” academic position in professional direction 7.6 Sport.

The contribution of chief assistant Vasil Dimitrov’s scientific
production can be systematised in the following basic themes:

1. Sport law. Five of the publications are closely related to law. The
candidate’s monograph under the title “Sport law” is the leading one (B.3.1).
The book treats sport law as a regulator of the public relations in sport. It is
made clear how sport law applies juridical achievements of the other legal fields
— administrative, trade, criminal, etc and how in that way an arrangement of the
legal relations is created in sport. The monograph covers 14 deeply developed
sections, terminology dictionary and annexes. Additionally, to the rich
theoretical knowledge on the matter, the book is also of practical-applied
nature particularly as far as the juridical responsibility, types of contracts,
competitive rights, intellectual ownership in sport, etc. are concerned. On
the basis of the monograph, the candidate has developed an on-line textbook
under the same title destined for the on-line education of the sport management
experts in Master’s degree (E.20.2). Law theme is further developed in other
publications too — more interesting is the study on the law knowledge level of
the higher students in the “Sport management” Bachelor’s programme and the
“Sport and safety” Master’s programme (I".8.4), as well as some matters related
to the regulation of electronic sports (I'.8.9) and the criminal responsibility for

arranging matches.



2. Sport management and aspects of the psychology readiness in sport.
Part of the publications in that respect are closely related to the previous one.
They treat matters referred to the reforms in the public management and their
reflection in sport (I'.7.2), non-loyal practices in sport when satisfying the sport
needs of the people (I'.7.1), the management of sport events (I".8.3), the sport-
pedagogical tennis services offered (I'.8.5) and others. As part of that section
and as a transfer to the next one are the publications referred to some aspects of
the psychic readiness in sport. Strategies for coping with stress in critical
situations (I'.8.10), particularities of the perceptions of those practicising Yoga
(I'.8.7), pupils’ psychic readiness for surviving in extreme situations (I".8.8),
impact of emotions and thinking on martial sports preparation (I".8.12), etc.
Through studies in that aspect both the management theory in sport is
enriched and possibilities for the application of managerial approaches in
sport practice are disclosed.

3. Human resources management in sport. The candidate’s base
publication here is the “Human resources management in sport” textbook,
written in co-authorship (E.20.1). Eight themes of theoretic-practical nature are
developed in 261 pages. The theory of human resources management is
competently presented at the beginning. Deeply developed on that base are
the strategy problems, motivation, planning, stimulation and team principle
in managing the human resources. Some of the problems are developed
through the European directives, destined for those administrating sport.
According to my opinion, the textbook would be very useful both for the sport
management higher students and the higher students of the other Bachelor’s and
Master’s programmes at the National Academy of Sport and other higher
schools, as well as to sport managers, administrators in the physical education
and sport field, coaches, sport animators, etc.

The candidate demonstrated his scientific activity by administrating 10

graduating students on themes in the integrative sport-managers’ knowledge
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field. He has participated in 19 scientific forums, including in Serbia and
Macedonia while 15 of them are scientific conferences and 4 congresses.
Showed high activity in participating by his expertise in a range of international,
national and institutional projects.

On that base, my recommendations to chief assistant Vasil Dimitrov’s
future work, are the following:

o From the positions of the sport-managerial knowledge integrity, it
IS necessary to enlarge his scientific researches including in the field of the
economic, marketing, cybernetic and other knowledge in sport. In his future
research work more attention should be paid on problems related to the function
and administration of the sports organizations and the management of the sport
events.

. More initiative for participation in authoritative events in the field
of management of sport, particularly to various scientific studies, initiatives and
events, organized by institutions and organizations outside National Sport

Academy “Vassil Levski™.
