lll. Data of the competition and the applicant’s academic and career
development

The competition was announced in the State Gazette, issue 22 of 18%
March 2022, p.96 and entirely complies with the requirements of the updated
Law for the Academic Staff Development and the intra-institutional regulations
of the “Vasil Levski” National Sports Academy.

In view of the overall competition procedure, no procedural violations of a
formal or other nature have been established.

The only applicant who has submitted the necessary documents is Chief
Assist. Prof. Vasil lliev Dimitrov, Ph.D.

He took his bachelor's and master's degrees at the “St. Cyril and St.
Methodius” University of Veliko Turnovo (2000-2002) in the courses of studies
in Psychology and in Social and Political Psychology.

He has additionally qualified graduating in the course of studies in
Psychoanalysis at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” and taking a master’s
degree in Law at New Bulgarian University (NBU) — Sofia.

In 2009, he successfully defended his PhD thesis at the Department of
Psychology, Pedagogy, and Sociology at the “Vasil Levski” National Sports
Academy on the topic of Forming an Adequate Mental Readiness with Athletes
in Combat Sports.

In his activity and academic career development, he has passed through
stages of occupational fulflment as a free-lance university lecturer in
Psychology and in Sports Law (2005-2010), then an assistant professor and
chief assistant professor at the Department of Management and History of
Sports (2011-2014).

His career is also successfully complemented by his active public
activities as a member of the Bulgarian Psychological Society, a member of the
Board of Directors of Tennis management International Association, an expert
for Sofia City Council, etc.

1. General description and analysis of the applicant’s scientific
production



To participate in the competition, the applicant has presented the
following scientific production:

1. Monograph - 1 item;

2. Textbooks and training aids — 3 items;

3. Doctoral dissertation (author’s summary) - not subject to analysis
and evaluation;

4. Publications and reports in scientific editions referenced and
indexed in world-renowned databases of scientific information — 2 items;

5. Publications and reports, issued in non-refereed journals with
scientific peer review and in edited collective volumes — 13 items.

The author's contribution to the scientific publications is as follows: in sole
authorship - 7 items; as a leading author - 9 items, and in co-authorship - 3
items.

The number of citations offered is 15, of which 10 are in monographs and
collective volumes with scientific review and 5 are in journals with scientific
review.

The applicant has actively participated in the implementation of 7 scientific
and research projects and has take part in 15 conferences and 4 congresses.

The monograph Sports Law deserves special attention due to its topicality
and applied value.

Therein, the author has come up with an original structure of the sources
of sports law, and has presented the interaction among them and with the other
enactments outside sports law.

5.  Structural and functional elements have been developed of the
management of human resources in sports as a specialised source
of information on the activity of sports organisations in the area of the
staff selection, career promotion, and control, and of the strategic
planning of human resources.
