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Problem statement

The contemporary sporting world is on the eve of major radical changes to the socio-
cultural nature of sport established in Europe in the first and second half of the

twentieth century as part of the life of the modern information society.

Modern sport and motor culture as social phenomena of industrial society are built
based on the so-called European model of the first half of the twentieth century. It
concerns the full introduction of physical activity in different social strata and ages by
imposing state commitments to secure these policies regardless of the state form of
government during this period. This concept was modified in the second half of the
twentieth century through the strong impact of contemporary factors of social

processes influencing sport and physical activity:

- Commercialism as a philosophy and mechanism, combined with the media system
to enforce mass culture and stereotypes of behaviour amongst the wider social strata

of society in relation to sport,
- The civilizational changes brought about in the information society,

- Attempts to implement partial reforms and changes leading to new problems with

their implementation,

- Severe problems in management and leadership circles in sports organisations,
- Limited and incomplete capacities of state institutions,

- Crisis of sports movement and development of movement culture,

- Ineffective legislative initiatives, absence of adequate strategies and policies for their
implementation, unprepared human resources for reforms, absence of material and

financial resources for reforms,
- Lack of doctrine and strategy.

In the face of such an all-encompassing crisis, the need arises to discuss all
possibilities for the formation of successful ideas, concepts, and models for
development. In this sense, the present work provides a comprehensive overview for
the first time in scientific circles of the activities of prof. Carl Diem in Bulgaria related to
the construction of the first successful model of sports development from the 1930s to
the 1950s.
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The development of physical education and sport in Bulgaria, as a part of the country's

social culture in the 20th century, followed the general Jewish trends and processes.

A crucial factor in the development of this controversy was the increased importance
of sport as a social phenomenon related to the education and socialization of the young
generation in Europe. In that era, the sports movement became of paramount
importance for the socialization of the young generation as part of state policies-both
in countries with liberal political systems and in countries with totalitarian systems of
government. With the intervention of state institutions and political subjects of power
in the development of sport culture, state-managed models of bodily culture are
gradually established, and goals and objectives related to the political, national, and

ideological indoctrination of youth are set.

The transition of sport, or the sport movement, from civil governance and development
into a system institutionalized by the state and linked to specific functions defined by
the government is in fact one of the significant processes that are the subject of much
research and discussion. In any case, the evolution of sport and physical education in
industrial society from a free recreational activity and element of pedagogical practice,
into state policy and functions is the great dilemma of contemporary searches for the

future of sport as a social phenomenon.

Even today in Bulgaria, the discussion of preserving, returning to or adapting to the
state model in the development of sport culture is periodically subjected to media and

political debate.

Due to ideological and political considerations, no comprehensive study of its activities
in Bulgaria in the period 1944-1989 has been made, but the available documents,
studies and publications reveal a diverse range of activities that had a significant
cultural impact on the development of sport culture in Bulgaria.

Considering the powerful influence of the politics and ideology of National Socialism in
Germany in the period 1933-1945, as well as the characteristics of totalitarian rule, it
is well known that Carl Diem, although a civil servant, did not have managerial
functions, but above all an expert role and was a significant factor in the construction
of the system for the training of sports specialists, which essentially underlies all sports
universities to this day. Therefore, of particular interest is one part of Carl Diem's
activity - that in Bulgaria 1933-1942, where he had the opportunity to set out his
concept of the development independently and systematically of sport culture within a
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state-social system. This activity also represents one of the turning points in the
development of sport culture in Bulgaria, because from the mid-1930s sport and
physical education in Bulgaria became a truly significant and widespread social
phenomenon with a certain important place in the education and development of the

young generation in Bulgaria.

The importance of this influence is also determined by the fact that despite Carl Diem's
political and ideological positions and affiliations as a person who lived and worked in
four different political systems, he remains a prominent representative of athleticism
within the Olympic movement and at the same time a significant figure and protagonist

of the state model of sport in modern society.

Carl Diem's Organisational Plan is well known in the Bulgarian scientific literature, but
apart from Mitev's dissertation, it has not been presented, analysed, and evaluated in
Bulgaria at all. Other directions in Carl Diem's activity remain open, which need a
precise historical definition and assessment to clarify the significance of his activity and
its consequences in the development of Bulgarian sports culture. For example,
guestions such as the importance of Carl Diem for the training of sports specialists, the
development of the Olympic movement in Bulgaria and the spread of Olympic ideas
require an objective study that will provide much richer and more reliable criteria not
only for the evaluation of the historical past, but also for determining the characteristics

and processes of the development of sport culture in Bulgaria.

These two circumstances warrant a comprehensive study specifically on the activities
of Carl Diem in Bulgaria and its importance for the development of sport culture in the

country.

For the reasons mentioned above, no satisfactory or comprehensive research has
been done on Carl Diem's activities in Bulgaria. There are still many documents and
materials waiting to be discovered and analysed. Such a scholarly analytical work will
not confine itself to the examination of the "Organisational Plan“ but will also take into
account the social and political circumstances and conditions, the general spirit of the

times and the reception of his proposals.

The present study covers several main areas- firstly, research into documents and
information relating to the life and activities of Carl Diem in Germany and Europe,
including Bulgaria. Secondly, it requires a very thorough review of existing research of

a historical, political, biographical, sporting, political and organisational nature related
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to the presentation and evaluation of Carl Diem's activities as a sports figure and

leader.

Literature review
Historical sources

An essential basis for the preparation and development of the present work is Diem's
extraordinary written legacy, which has found expression in books, individual and
collective publications, lectures, diaries, and letters, among other things. In addition,
there are dozens of publications by other contemporary and later writers who have

dealt with Diem's personality and activities.

The extremely rich collection of Diem's written works is preserved in the Carl und
Liselott Diem-Archive (CuLDA), formerly the Carl Diem Institute at the German Sport
University Cologne (DSHS Kaln). This legacy includes a vast number of publications,
speeches, reports, journals (about 12,000 pages), letters and correspondence (about
50,000 individual letters), 50 monographs, 6,000 pages of diaries, as well as specific
files relating to his various activities as a functionary, photo albums, testimonies, and
other written material. There is a special section for material related to Bulgaria, which

is used in the thesis.

Research was carried out in Bulgaria, based on which a considerable amount of
information was gathered from the periodical press, the archives of the Ministry of
National Education and the State Higher School of Physical Education.

Research on the topic

When researching the literature on the topic of this dissertation, the problem arose to
sift out those sources from the very large amount of primary and secondary literature
on Carl Diem that contained information and opinions related to Carl Diem's activities
in Bulgaria. From these studies, reference is made to indisputably confirmed facts and
highlights that give an objective picture of Carl Diem's work and biography. During the
research of literature sources, another problem arose: this was the topic of the "debate

pro and contra Carl Diem", which, due to its political-ideological nature, is presented in
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this work as a necessary factual framework obligatory for any scientific research. This
debate is irrelevant for the present study from a historiographical point of view, because
to take place, it is first necessary to present the entire array of historical facts, to
reconstruct historically the activities of Carl Diem in Bulgaria, and only on such a basis
to take a scientific approach in determining the ideological, political, psychological, and
other factors that influenced his activities in Bulgaria. This, in fact, is the subject and

purpose of another type of study.

The more authoritative German or German-speaking sports historians who have dealt
with Carl Diem and his activities are - without judging their importance for sports
historiography and without claiming to be exhaustive of the literature - Ueberhorst,
Bernett, Becker, Teichler, Lennartz, Krueger, A., Krueger, M., etc., while among the
most important Bulgarian sports historians on this subject are Bardareva, Mitev, and

Vitanova.

Study hypothesis

From the available studies related to the work and significance of Carl Diem in Bulgaria
there are contradictions and ambiguities that need a scientific definition based on a
factual study for the fullest possible historiographical description of his activities in

Bulgaria.

The historical facts make it clear that Carl Diem cooperated with state institutions and
sports organisations in Bulgaria for 11 years, he visited the country on numerous
occasions and had serious engagements with the Bulgarian government. However,
these aspects of his activities remain unexplained both in the international academic
literature and in Bulgaria in its entirety. In historical studies both in Europe and in
Bulgaria, there are accumulated ideologies that prevent an objective and expert
assessment of Carl Diem's activities in Bulgaria, the impact, and consequences of his
activities on the development of sport culture in Bulgaria. It is based on this
contradiction, as well as based on an incomplete and deliberate treatment and study

of his activities in Bulgaria, that the hypothesis that:

1. The cooperation in the field of sport culture between Germany and
Bulgaria in the period after the First World War until the end of the Second World
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War was due to a series of objective and subjective factors, which are fully
revealed in the commitment of Carl Diem as an organizer, specialist, civil
servant, sports, and Olympic activist to build a state-society system for the

development of sport culture in Bulgaria that was state-of-the-art for its time.

2. Carl Diem's contributions to the elevation of the organisational-
managerial and methodological level of sport culture in Bulgaria are associated
with the construction of a comprehensive model of the functioning of sport
culture and the formation of the first national strategy realized in his
"Organisational Plan". This model encompasses the formation of a concept, a
nationwide goal, the creation of an organisational-managerial mechanism and
structures, the introduction of standards and requirements for the development
of sport and physical education, the solution of the problem of training
specialists and the creation of a national system for the methodological
development of sport culture, financial and administrative-legal provision of

reforms, the introduction of five-year planning development of sport culture.

3. The implementation of the organisational reforms of sport culture
presented by Carl Diem in Bulgaria was carried out in the conditions of two
radically different political systems in the country, however, his reforms remain

unrecognized and unknown among the sports community and science.

and tasks of the study

The aim of this thesis is to carry out a comprehensive study on the activities of Carl

Diem in Bulgaria in the context of the importance of this personality in the international

sports and Olympic movement, according to the problems and questions posed in the

hypothesis.

Tasks

This aim requires the solution of the following research tasks:
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1. To make a comprehensive historical review of Carl Diem's activity in
Bulgaria for the period 1933-1944, clarifying all significant details related to the
development of sport culture in Bulgaria, his creativity, cooperation, and
interaction with representatives of sports organisations and state institutions in

Bulgaria.

The need for a comprehensive review of historical facts, events and processes
is necessitated by the need to collect sufficient empirical data to be able to
characterize and evaluate his activities and his impact on the development of
sport culture in Bulgaria, as until now there is no fully collected information in

this regard in scientific research more objectively and fully.

2. Since Carl Diem is a controversial personality, it is necessary to
distinguish between his convictions and his expert activity as a sports figure and

specialist.

3. To reveal the implications and the main contributions of Carl Diem for the

development of sport culture in Bulgaria.

It is in this part of the study that the most significant accents are placed to objectify the

historical processes of cultural, ideological, and organisational impact and influence,

in this

case in the field of physical education and sport in Bulgaria and in the

construction of a state-society system/model of sport culture in the country with all

aspects in_organisational-managerial, methodological, social, economic, and financial-

legal terms.

Object and subject of the study

Object

The object of the research is the personality and activity of Carl Diem in Bulgaria, and

for the

realization of the research it is necessary to reveal some essential moments of

his activity and role in the development of sport culture in Germany, in Europe and

within the international Olympic movement.

Subject
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The subject of the study is the multifaceted spectrum of activities encompassing

political, administrative, sport-methodological, organisational manifestations and
relations, scientific, publishing, and expert work, and production of Carl Diem, which
affects the development of sport education and sports in Bulgaria.

Methodology and organisation of the study

The study itself was conducted in three main stages according to the requirements as

well as the limitations of the research topic. Since the main part of the research related
to the activities of Carl Diem are reflected in the international scientific literature in
publications in German, English, Greek and Spanish languages, as well as the
collection of historical information - periodicals, documents, materials, in the first stage
of the research related to the systematization of literary sources and enrichment of the

empirical information base, included:

- Internet research in several European libraries of publications related to the life

and work of Carl Diem, his works, publications, and documents.

- Work in historical archives in Bulgaria and Germany - State Historical Archive
Sofia, Carl and Liselott Diem Archive Cologne (CuLDA), State and University
Library Hamburg, Archives of the Federal Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Berlin,
National Library "St. St. Cyril and Methodius Library”, Sofia City Library,
Historical Archive and Library of the National Academy of Sciences, District
State Archive Sofia. Based on the work in these institutions, a critically sufficient
volume has been collected for a full-fledged study of the scientific achievements
related to the research on the activities of Carl Diem, as well as sufficiently
reliable sources of information related to his stay in Bulgaria for the period 1933-
1943.

- Undoubtedly, in private collections, regional archives, it is possible that in the
future historical materials will be found that will undoubtedly confirm the

information found within this research on the subject.

The second stage of the research is related to the processing of the obtained

information through data verification, building a time-functional picture of Carl Diem's
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activities in Bulgaria, studying his biography, activities in Germany and internationally
to build the concept of the research work, based on which to build the research thesis.
During this period three publications were prepared and found place in refereed

journals.

The third stage of the research work includes the overall development of the thesis,

related to the formation of the historical narrative, as well as the development of
commentary and discussion components in the presentation based on the theses and
concepts of the topic in accordance with the historical factology. During this stage,
several studies were also conducted on the patterns of sport culture in Europe and
Bulgaria during the era under study, the Olympic Movement and philosophy to build

objective criteria for judging the activities of Carl Diem in Bulgaria.

The complexity of the research problem necessitated the use of a range of research

methods, including:

1. Study and systematization of literature sources

2. Collecting, analysing, verifying, and processing the information from the
discovered historical documents and materials

3. Historical reconstruction and comparison

4. Text processing and digitization of authentic documents

Limitations and problems of the study

Due to the considerable ideological and political load of research on Carl Diem in
Europe, and in Germany in particular, related to his affiliation as a civil servant during
Hitler's National Socialist regime in Germany, and due to the absence of research on
his activities in Bulgaria, this study focuses on an objective and comprehensive
examination of the facts that give the most accurate possible picture of Carl Diem's
work in Bulgaria. To ensure consistency of exposition, references are made throughout
the study which register the existence of different interpretations and contradictory
assessments and attitudes towards Carl Diem. Undoubtedly, his activities in Bulgaria
were unconditionally influenced by the official postulates of German foreign policy and
statehood, in which Bulgaria was seen as an allied state. At the same time, Carl Diem's

attitudes and understandings of Bulgaria reflecting the Western European bourgeois
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perception of the country as a backward, poor and orientalist country can be indirectly

demonstrated in the texts.

Due to the lack of unconditionally clarified information on these issues from historical

sources, the study does not analyse the political ideology of Carl Diem.

Exposition

Following the general introduction (Chapter 1, see above), the research topic is

discussed in detail in two chapters:

- Carl Diem'’s life and activities in the context of sport in Germany and Europe

as well as in relation to the Olympic Games (Chapter 2), and
- Carl Diem's activities in Bulgaria in 1933-1944 (chapter 3),

before the final reflections are made (Chapter 4).

Carl Diem's major contributions to sport in Germany, Europe, and the Olympic
Movement

Biographical notes

In addition to Diem's major life events, both personal and professional, his work in the
organisation, politics, and teaching of sport is discussed. The rather controversial
discussion of Diem is also presented, insofar as this is scientifically justified in the given
context and seems relevant for understanding and classifying the personality of Carl
Diem in terms of the history of sport, regarding his international consulting activities.

There are few figures in German, and indeed European, sporting history who in their
time have had a lasting significance for the development of sport as a social
phenomenon. Among the names of Friedrich Jahn, Francisco Amoroso, Pehr Ling,
Thomas Arnold, as well as the initiator of the modern Olympic Games, Pierre de
Coubertin, mention must also be made of the German Carl Diem, who developed,
promoted, and left a lasting mark on sport in both a national and international context
during his activity in the 20th century. His organisational abilities, his innovative
foresight about the future development of sport, his awareness of the educational
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importance of sports education, his talent as a journalist, the drive and reformist spirit
with which he pursued his ideas and goals, and not least the Olympic idea that inspired
him, made him a sought-after expert in Germany and abroad and one of the most

outstanding personalities in the world history of sport.

1882 . Born on 24 June in Wrzburg, he later moved to Berlin

1903 . Secretary at the German Sports Office for Athletics

1904 . Founding of the Association of Berlin Athletics Clubs

1913 . Elected Secretary General of the Berlin Olympic Games in 1916

1920 Co-founder (with Theodor Lewald*®) and vice-rector** of the German

Higher School of physical education in Berlin (until 1933).

1936 Secretary General and chief organizer of the XI Olympic Games in Berlin
and Garmisch-Partenkirchen

1937r. Travel to Bulgaria and three-month stay to advise the government
and draw up guidelines for youth and school sports

1938 First project to establish an Olympic Academy in Greece; director of the
International Olympic Institute in Berlin (101, until 1945).

1947 Founder and Rector of the Sports University Cologne (from 1965
“German Sports University Cologne”, Deutsche Sporthochschule Kaln),
a position he held until his death in 1962.

In Germany itself, Carl Diem left his mark on German sport and Olympic sports for

more than six decades under four systems of government during:

- German Reich, “Imperial” (Kaiser-) period, 1905-1918,

- "Weimar Republic", 1919-1933,

- "Third Reich" (National Socialism), 1933-1945, and after World War Il, during the

- Federal Republic of Germany from 1949 until his death in 1962.

43 Theodor Lewald (1860-1947) was a high-ranking German administrator and, among others, a member of
the 10C Executive Committee. At the time, he was chairman of the Organizing Committee of the Olympic
Games, which he founded before Hitler's appointment as Reich Chancellor, knowing that the National
Socialists initially rejected the Olympic idea - the "internationalism and pacifism of the Olympic idea" did
not fit the worldview of their leaders.

4 The appointment as pro-rector became possible after Theodor Lewald succeeded in winning over the
sports-enthusiastic physician Prof. Dr. August Bier for the post of rector of the newly founded university,
who in turn showed his appreciation by awarding the title "Dr. med. h.c." of the University of Berlin to Carl
Diem, his deputy, in 1921.
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At the beginning of the 20th century, Carl Diem attempted to become a professional
military man, but was not approved and this gave rise to his commitment to sport as

his main mission in life.

Heavily influenced by the spirit of sport, Carl Diem became a journalist and established

himself as a prolific publicist at a young age.

In addition to his purely journalistic activities, Carl Diem increasingly took on

administrative and organisational tasks in German sports politics. On 31 March 1903

he was elected the first secretary of the German Athletic Sports Office (D.S.B.f.A.),
although he had often spoken rather disparagingly of this before. Then in November
1904 he became a co-founder of the "Verband Berliner Athletik-Vereine" (VBAV)*,
and the following year was elected its president.

From 1917 Carl Diem was Secretary General of the DRA%, having already been
"Secretary General of the 1916 Olympic Games" in the DRAfOS from 1913.

The social division that prevailed in Germany after World War | was also reflected in
the field of physical exercise. In the given case, gymnasts and athletes are confronted
with their subconscious self-perception as guardians of national (gymnasts) or
international (athletes) values to build community and national identity on the one
hand, and the formation of sport culture alongside intellectual culture and the

educational values of the idea of competition on the other.

Diem is considered a proponent of "sport." Team and competitive sports had long
fascinated him, especially after his exploratory trip to the United States in 1913.
Individual performance and the idea of setting records were completely contrary to the
"doctrine" of gymnastics. It is not surprising, therefore, that there was constant friction
between the "athletes" on the one hand and the "gymnasts" on the other, represented

46 State Committee for Sports ("Deutscher Reichsausschuss"). The DRA traces its origins to the "German
State Committee for the Olympic Games" and became the largest and most influential exercise organisation
during the years of the Weimar Republic. By the end of the Weimar period, it had over seven million
members in 38 gymnastics and sports associations
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by Edmund Neuendorff*’ as president of the German Gymnastics Association
(Deutsche Turnerschatft, DT).

Diem stubbornly defended the supremacy of the DRA and insisted that the DT should
"put aside its traditional claims to power as the largest, oldest, 'most German'
organisation exercising individual functions “, and submit to the DRA as the sole
supreme sport culture organisation. Diem himself sought to calm the ongoing conflict

between gymnasts and athletes.

The discussion of these issues is essential to the topic raised about Carl Diem's role
in Bulgaria (see below), because he raised the issue of the unification of sports
organisations with the gymnastic union Yunak in 1937 as part of his Organisational
Plan. In Bulgaria, he again insisted on the leading importance of sport as a concept for
the development of sport culture, which also led to the creation of opposition to his
mission by the Union of Bulgarian Gymnastic Societies "Yunak".

Due to the enormous capacity of his administrative and journalistic activity and the
ability to process considerable bodies of information, Carl Diem also emerged as a

researcher and scholar. His work occupies an important place in scholarship thanks to

his wide range of writings in the field of sports history and theory. Diem can be said to
have initiated the systematization of official sports statistics with the publication of the
“Yearbook of Sport Culture in Germany” series since 1920, which published official
statistics on a wide range of indicators and subject areas of information on the activities
of sports organisations and achievements in the country. To this day, these yearbooks
serve as an unconditional documentary basis for research on the evolution of sport in

Germany.

Carl Diem also published research in the field of sports history. One of the most
significant of these is the “World History of Sports”, but the bulk of his writings were
accomplished during and after his tenure as vice-rector of the German Higher School
for Physical Exercises (Berlin, 1920-1933) and later as rector of the German Sports

University, founded in Cologne in 1947.

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Diem's sports career was rather minor. Although he played a variety of sports and
practiced athletics and gymnastics daily into old age, he did not distinguish himself by

any achievements, nor was he considered a particularly talented or successful athlete.

Diem's sporting ambitions were not limited to training: first he founded the Argo Club
(1896) and later, with the onset of the spring thaw, ("pedestrian”) running in the
Sportvereinigung Move Berlin (1897) and, not least, the running races he organised,
which at the time were often still perceived as "unauthorised organisation of public

competitions" and punished by the police.

With the founding of the Argo and Sportvereinigung Move Berlin clubs, the latter even
including a constitution, a club newspaper which he wrote and published (... twenty
issues of which were handwritten and hectographed by me"), he was able to continue

his work, within which he eloquently directed club affairs:

"I may therefore presume that the gentlemen present here (they were all fifteen years
of age) wish to encourage and support these enterprises with us, and | therefore
conclude by wishing them future happiness, convinced that they will support us as
faithful co-workers for the elevation of German sport and the prosperity of our
association, [...]." *

Diem's penchant for organizing, requlating, and distributing tasks is evident here. In

1896, he was among the co-founders of the "Sports Club of Berlin". This club, together
with the "Amateur-Sport-Club von 1895", and later with the "SC Marcomannia", which
he founded in 1899, united to form the "Sport-Club von 1895/1896", whose name was
changed to the "Berliner Sport-Club" (BSC) by Carl Diem in 1905. The basis of this
club was athletics, although it was open to all sports. Carl Diem became president of
this club in 1906 and remained so until 1922.

Establishment of the German Higher School of Physical Exercises (DHfL)

As a sports figure, Diem also recognised the existing deficit of suitable sports teachers
in schools. In 1920, on Diem's initiative and after many years of disputes with the
school administration, the first "German Higher School for Physical Exercises" was
founded at Friedrich Wilhelm University in Berlin.*® He wrote about the motivation for

founding the university:

48

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"It was to be a free research centre for all the multifaceted effects and problems of
physical exercise and to renew the teaching of exercise in a close community of science
and practice."*°

Edmund Neuendorff wrote in 1932 about this university:

"According to the Diem Memorandum®! the college was to serve primarily for the
training of teachers. For this purpose, it admitted young men and women who had
passed the examinations for graduation from a nine-grade secondary school.

The "Memorandum” envisaged four tasks were to be accomplished through these

training pillars:

"First, the training of teachers of gymnastics and sports®? in the basic profession.

Second, that it should be compulsory for the further training of the leaders of all
gymnastics and sports clubs.

Thirdly, to have a guiding practical and scientific research in the field.
Fourth, to promote the cultural mission of physical education." 53

As it can be seen, this concept perfectly coincides with the mission of the State Higher
School in Sofia, founded in 1942, reflected in the Law on the State Higher School of
Physical Education and in the program speech of the first rector of DVUTV, prof. (see

below)

It was not until 1931 that the DHfL was finally recognised by the state through the
merger of the DHfL, the Prussian University of Physical Education and the 'Institute for
Research in Exercise and Physical Education’, headed by Diem and Neuendorff and

renamed accordingly, as a consortium.

Although practically by its function it had enormous responsibilities for the development
of the German Higher School for Physical Exercises, it was only in 1931 that he was

officially appointed pro-rector.

After the seizure of power by Adolf Hitler and Diem's dismissal from all posts, he

nevertheless managed to retain for himself the post of Secretary General of the

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Organizing Committee of the Xl Olympic Games in 1936. The success of these Games,
which he largely organized, cemented his reputation as a competent sportsman, which
is why he was later appointed Director of the International Olympic Institute (10I) in

Berlin.

"The Diem Debate"

In his lifetime, Diem faced not only acclaim but also strong criticism, especially after
World War II.

The work and personality of Carl Diem became the subject of a serious political
controversy concerning the attitude of contemporary social groups and parties towards
Germany's historical past. This has led to the creation of a new type of scholarship
concerned with the dispute of whether Carl Diem was a National Socialist functionary
and leader, whether his ideology in sport reflects the basic tenets of Hitlerism, and
whether he has certain responsibilities and culpabilities within the general accusations

against National Socialism in Germany.

"If evaluations from the circle of former friends, students and officials are determined
by the 'goodwill of the parties,’ the image of Carl Diem to ideological opponents is

confused by 'hate™, Bernett wrote in 1987 in his treatise on Carl Diem and his work 5*

If one considers that Diem was arguably the most important and influential sports figure
during four very different social systems in Germany and "always produced his most
inspiring works from the 'moment™, it quickly becomes clear that "these close ties to

the 'zeitgeist' [make him] more vulnerable than a theorist far removed from reality">®.

The conflict over the correct interpretation of his work and its implications for the
development of sports in general became particularly clear in the writings of Diem's
critics and other prominent scholars on the congress of the German Sports University

Cologne on 10 and 11 December 2010 on the theme of '‘Memory Culture in Sports'.56

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In this debate the so-called "Diemologists”, i.e., apologists for Diem, were and are

opposed by the so-called "critical historians".

However, the true achievements of Carl Diem, the unification of gymnastics and sport,
the imposition of a positive understanding of sport, the popularisation of the Olympic
idea, the modern achievements in the field of the organisation and politics of sport and
not least his contribution to the history of sport are almost undisputed by the critics.
Perhaps these undeniable successes and achievements are the reason why, from a
contemporary perspective, his political behaviour seems much more controversial and

worthy of criticism.

Notwithstanding the emergence of other sports figures at the time, and given the
general dynamic development of sport and the enthusiasm associated with it, Carl
Diem had a particular significance for sport in Germany in the twentieth century, above

all in terms of

- organisation,

- training and methodology,

- Olympic philosophy and education as well as
- sports policy and society.

In conclusion, it should be stressed that both sides in the discussion acknowledge the
importance of Carl Diem's contribution, which has not only national but also
international significance. The differences in positions are related to the extent of this
recognition and to the details of knowledge about him and his evaluation.

Carl Diem and the Olympic Movement

Another important aspect of examining Diem is his relationship to the Olympic
Movement. His thoughts and ideas on Olympia are presented here: institutional
aspects, the organisation and development of the Olympic Games as well as the

relationship with Pierre de Coubertin and the management and shaping of his Olympic

legacy.

Diem's first 'encounter’ with Pierre de Coubertin himself dates from 1906 on the
occasion of the 1906 Olympic (Intermediate) Games in Athens, and in his 1941 essay

'Pierre de Coubertin (1863-1937)"' he mentions - not entirely without vanity - Coubertin's

first “sight”. In fact, the first substantial meeting between the two probably took place

in 1913 at the Congress of the Olympic Committee in Lausanne.>’
After the end of World War I, the relationship between the two men was revived.

In the following years the two men met again and again, including in 1933 at the
German Gymnastics Festival in Schaffhausen.

Diem subsequently felt responsible for preserving and developing Coubertin's Olympic
legacy in his spirit:
"The last time | visited him was six months before his death in Geneva. At that time, he
was preoccupied with the question of what would become of his legacy and, above all,

whether it would not be possible to continue the journal La Revue Olympique, which he
had founded, and the research on Olympism." >

It is hard to imagine a person who for decades dedicates himself to an idea as well as
to its practical and meaningful implementation if he does not also identify with its origin

and philosophy, in this case the Olympic idea and "Olympic education".

Carl Diem not only appeared as a sports journalist and Olympic organizer, but also
pursued educational and ideological goals. Attached from an early age to a sport that
was completely different from (German) gymnastics and from the modern Olympic
Games, Diem developed an educational philosophy and school of thought that - and
here the thoughts of "gymnasts" and "athletes" coincide - also included personality

building and social components.

As an apologist for Coubertin, however, Diem must have been aware of Coubertin's
relevant and famous publications, most notably “La pédagogie sportive™®, and the
ideas underlying them, including those of the English educational reformer Thomas
Arnold and his ideas of 'Christian education for gentlemen' and 'fair play’, the 'spirit of
rugby' that were to define the style of the reformed public schools of the emerging

British industrial bourgeoisie.

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For the sake of educating athletes to shun the 'extremes of competition', where it was
all about winning and first place at all costs, and to focus on 'moderate competition’,
which, especially within the Olympic Games, should have a pacifying effect, Coubertin
reasoned, guided by six principles:

- Equality

- Amateurism

- Significance of participation over winning - competition as more significant than the
outcome

- Discipline
- Internationality, meeting and getting to know each other

- Respect for the other - as friend and as adversary

This requirement is met by Coubertin's statement of 24.07.1908 when a banquet given
by the British government in honour of the I0C, at which he paraphrased the words of

Talbot's sermon as follows:

"At these Olympic Games, the important thing is not so much to win as to participate,"”
from which he later developed his philosophical motto: "The important thing in life is
not winning but fighting. The important thing is not to have won, but to have fought
well." "L'important dans la vie, ce n'est le triomphe, mais le combat. L'essentiel n'est

pas d'avoir vaincu, mais de s'étre bien battu." 62

As explained at the outset, Diem's written legacy is almost impossible to ignore. What
a significant Olympia and the Olympic idea were for him is clear from his individual and
collective publications. Two monographs and a periodical already mentioned attract

attention with the key word 'Olympia’:
- Olympische Flamme (Berlin 1942, see above) and

- "Der Olympische Gedanke" (Schorndorf 1967), and the

In 1951 the Rundschau was published. Diem was editor-in-chief of "Olympisches
Feuer", the magazine of the German Olympic Society (DOG), which was published

monthly until 2017 and then only printed quarterly. 62

In addition, there are many essays, lectures, notes, and other written materials about
Olympia. These publications are a collection of reports, speeches, memoranda, etc.

on the Olympic idea and the Olympic Games.%3

It is impressive that Carl Diem exhibited such a thorough knowledge of antiquity and
the cultural and historical context, as well as an apparently great readership and
international awareness in his later life, so that he was able to comment not only on
the organisation and administration, but also on the performance and application of

individual sports, especially by Olympic criteria.

Among his special achievements in the Olympic context can be listed several
ceremonial and symbolic innovations that have survived to the present day: the
Olympic Torch Relay, the opening and closing ceremonies of the Games, the
accompanying cultural programme, as well as individual specifics of the Berlin

Games.%4

Throughout his life, Diem has been guided by the Olympic idea, to which he adhered
from an early age, and which became the driving force and guiding principle of his
thinking on sports education and organisation. This idea was fuelled by the mood of
the times, which was emerging in Germany from the mid-nineteenth century onwards,
and by the interest in antiquity and ancient sport which emerged in Germany after the

gymnastic movement of Friedrich L. Jahn and the revolution of 1848.

6 for example, an advertising poster, specially made plaques (medals) for the winners, certificates of
honour for the participants in the torch run and finally - according to Diem "a beautiful symbol of the
German essence, German power, German strength and German hospitality" - an oak tree for the winners
(Diem, C. / CDI, 1967 b, p. 79).
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However, it seems that the philosophy underpinning his six decades of work as a sports
personality has received only secondary attention: the Olympic idea in its broadest

sense.

Regarding the personality of Carl Diem, the motives and complexity of his views, his
principles of athleticism and the values of the individual in relation to sport as a vehicle
of socio-cultural achievements for man and society, and achievements with special
attention to Olympia and ideals, that accompany it, this study is more descriptive or
illustrative in nature, without seeking to undertake an evaluation or classification in
terms of the assessment formed by today's knowledge of the events of the respective

eras and their historical and political implications.

Institutions associated with the Olympic Games, such as the International Olympic

Institute and the International Olympic Academy, will also be discussed here.

As early as the 1930s, the first ideas for the creation of an International Olympic
Academy (IOA) emerged. Coubertin, who stepped down as IOC President in 1925,
pursued the idea of an educational institution to accompany the "Olympic Games".
Initially, these plans failed, and Diem instead took over the running of the (eventually
national) International Olympic Institute (10OI), which existed until 1945.

The founding of the IOA was based on Coubertin's idea of creating an "Olympic
Academy". He had already discussed this idea before, but especially after the 1936

Olympic Games, several times, among others with Diem.

How seriously Diem and his associates took the Olympic Academy is evident from the
fact that also in 1938 he submitted a draft "invitation to tender”, which included details
of sponsorship, location and duration, participants and faculty, costs, and the

Academy's curriculum, as well as the eight subject areas of the scientific lectures.

After the Berlin Olympics (which were a success for Germany), however, Diem could
only persuade the Reich government to agree to at least the establishment of an

"International Olympic Institute" (101)®°.

The fact that relatively few sources have been found for this institute seems to be
indicative of the institutional and historical importance of the 10Il. The individual

electronic directories limit themselves to informing, in unison, with a single identical

Contrary to the original intentions of its founders, however, and not least because of
the lack of international sponsorship, this institute is rather another propaganda
institution of the National Socialists. In 1944, the Institute was the victim of one of the

many Allied bombings of Berlin and most of its possessions were burned.

The successor to the "Bulletin Officiel du CIO" and the "Bulletin du Comité international
des Jeux Olympiques", initiated by Coubertin and subsequently published under
various titles, better known as the "Revue Olympique", as the journalistic organ of the
|01 was the "Olympische Rundschau”, published under the editorship ("Schriftleitung™)
of Carl Diem. It appeared in 23 issues between April 1938 ("Year lll of the Xlth
Olympiad") and April 1944 ("Year | of the Xlllth Olympiad"%6) Almost all the material
was published in at least two, if not three languages (German, English, French), and
in two cases even in Italian (issues 16 and 18, both in 1942).5” Their length varies and

is between 30 and 60 pages. Each issue is richly illustrated, some of them in colour.

Throughout, sports-political, historical, cultural, and administrative topics are
discussed, association news is published and a forum for publications by various local

and foreign authors is offered.

The International Olympic Academy experienced a revival of the idea of its creation in
the late 1940s:

"In 1949, Ketseas succeeded in persuading the 10C to support the creation of an
International Olympic Academy (IOA). It was to be financed and organized by the
Hellenic Olympic Committee. However, almost another decade passed before the IOA
held its first session in a tented camp near the ancient sites of Olympia."®®

Teichler credits Diem with "sole authorship of the idea of an Olympic Academy on the

site of ancient sports"

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"... and not just fifty percent. That he presented the project to the Greek NOC together
with the Greek sports official Ketseas had purely pragmatic reasons to increase the
chances of success." ®

Becker describes in detail how much Diem conceded to the accusations against him
from the era of National Socialism, downplaying the role of the "spiritus rector" and the

essential German seed funding for the project to finally succeed in 1961, because

"we avoid giving the whole party we are organizing (and paying for) an overly German

character"™.

While the first summer academies were still held as tent camps, from 1967 onwards
permanent buildings were constructed. In 2003, the MOA became an independent
legal entity, and since 2009, cooperation with the University of Peloponnese has
increased and an EU-supported master’'s programme has been launched. For more
than 50 years, courses have been held not only for young (sports) students from all

over the world, but also for journalists, academics, and Olympic-related officials.

Activities of Carl Diem in Bulgaria 1933 — 1944

The aspects presented in Chapter Two aim to awaken an understanding of his thought
world, his motives for consulting in Bulgaria and his recommendations, his "leitmotif"

(guiding principle).

In addition to the description of the socio-political, cultural, and economic situation in
Bulgaria between the two world wars, with an emphasis on Bulgarian-German

relations, special attention will be paid to the topic of "sport".

The series of wars for national unification of Bulgaria 1912-1918 completely interrupted
the upward development of the country in all spheres of social life and inflicted
enormous damage leading to large-scale changes of social, political, economic, and
cultural life in the country. Along with the complete ruin of the country because of the

total exhaustion of the hostilities, Bulgaria was punished by the cruel decrees of the

This led to
a series of upheavals in all areas measurable by the term catastrophe, which resulted
in severe social antagonism, violence, radicalization of political ideas, a crisis in the life
of the young generation and ultimately in the civil war of 1923, the consequences of
which remain to this day scars of division in society.

The imposition of foreign influences is no longer a matter of fashion or infatuation, but
of large-scale political interventions to shape the social life of the country and impose

foreign political dependencies.

The interwar period in Bulgaria was marked by four other important events that

influenced the development of the country's sport culture:
1. Civil war of 1923

2. The "Refugee Loan" of 1926.

3. The "Great Depression" of 1929.

4, A series of government crises since 1931

However, although there was a gradual, if unsatisfactory, improvement in the economic
situation and material living conditions in the 1930s compared with the immediate post-
war situation in 1918, many of the necessary material and infrastructural prerequisites
were still lacking, for example, to meet the more ambitious demands in the fields of

education and legislation. This also applies to the field of modern sport.

German-Bulgarian cultural relations are based on the historical fact that the heads of
state who ruled Bulgaria related to Germany: Alexander von Battenberg (1878-1886),
as well as Ferdinand and Boris von Sachsen-Coburg-Gotha (1887-1943). In the field
of sport culture, they were associated with the development of the gymnastic
movement from 1878 with the establishment of the Gymnastic and Rifle Societies in
Eastern Rumelia, like the Turner movement in Bulgaria, and subsequently in the

development of the Union of Bulgarian Gymnastic Societies "Yunak".

The German schools, respected and popular in Bulgaria, probably contributed to the
rapprochement between the two countries. From 1921 onwards, through the increased
number of language courses and literary evenings, they contributed to the positive
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perception of Germany and its cultural life in the country and in the following two

decades.

And especially after the 1936 Olympic Games, German sport in general, but also its

organisation and training in this field, received increased attention.

The German-Bulgarian "Agreement on Cooperation in the Field of Culture, Including
School Work" of 19 June 1940 ) and the work of the so-called "German Academy"’?,
the "German Scientific Institute” (1940-1944) also played an important role in
expanding the possibilities for sports exchange, , and the "German-Bulgarian Society",
on the German side, and the activities of the "Society for Bulgarian-German Cultural
Rapprochement", on the Bulgarian side, which extended German authority in cultural,

political and economic terms in Bulgaria until 1944.72

The sports movement, comparable to the "physical exercise culture” that had already
developed in Western countries about 100 years earlier, started in Bulgaria only in
parallel with the liberation from Ottoman rule and avalanched from the mid-1890s

onwards.

The supportive and determining role of the state in (mass) sport in Bulgaria was and is
more pronounced than in most countries of Central and Western Europe. In contrast
to this and in the minds of the people, the creative power of free associations or clubs,
i.e., those not tied to state institutions (e.g., schools), was only underdeveloped,
despite - or precisely because of - the strong individualistic thinking and actions of the

individual in Bulgarian society.

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After the liberation from Ottoman rule in 1878, gymnastics became a compulsory
subject in schools.

The enthusiasm for sport in Bulgaria continued for decades despite all the adversities
and shortcomings, which meant that there was a high degree of openness and

willingness to reform, at least from an idealistic point of view.

Bulgaria had already participated in the first modern Olympic Games in 1896. The
country was represented by the Swiss gymnastics’ teacher Charles Champaud, who

was working in Bulgaria at the time.

After a 28-year hiatus, Bulgarian athletes only reappeared at Olympic Games in 1924

in Paris and 1928 in Amsterdam.

Finances were also a problem in 1936, but a donation from Germany made Bulgarian
participation possible: Through the mediation of the Bulgarian diplomat Stefan
Chaprashikov’® and thanks to his personal contacts, the German Reich handed over
to the Bulgarian government the donation of Philip F. Reemtsma in the amount of
20,000 Reichsmarks. With a delegation of 94, led by Tsar Boris Ill but including only
26 athletes, Bulgaria participated in the 1936 Olympic Games for only the fourth time

in history.
Sports activities in Bulgaria are regulated by the Sports Act, adopted in 1931 and
amended three times in the same year.

The actual regulations implementing the law did not appear until nine months after its

adoption.

Further amendments followed in 1937, the last of which was in December of that

year.’

3 In September 1929 in Lausanne, during the 28th Session of the I0C, Stefan Chaprashikov, a wealthy
Bulgarian industrialist and diplomat in Berlin, Vienna, Moscow, etc., and close to the Bulgarian royal court,
was elected a member of the IOC and held this post until his suicide in 1944.

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Chronicle of Diem's visits to Bulgaria

As an essential part of the German cultural influence in Bulgaria can also be
considered the consultancy activity of Carl Diem. As an important factor in the
Organizing Committee for the preparation and staging of the XI Olympic (Summer)
Games in Berlin and the 1V Olympic (Winter) Games in Garmisch-Partenkirchen, he
contacted the leading sports leaders in Bulgaria, and this marked the beginning of a

long-lasting cooperation from 1933 to 1943.

Important information about his activities in Bulgaria are reflected in his personal
diaries and letters. From the entries in his diaries, he stayed in Bulgaria, particularly in
Sofia, for a longer period in 1937, at least for a few days and on various talks and
meetings, in 1933, 1937, 1939, 1940, 1942 and 1943. In 1944 he was again in transit.

With the rapprochement of Bulgaria politically, economically, and culturally with the
German Reich after the mid-1930s, German sport in general, but also the way in which
it was organised, training, came increasingly to the attention of those responsible for

political decisions in Bulgaria.

All this led the Bulgarian government in 1937 to turn to the German government for
basic expert advice in the field of sport and physical education.”

Another decisive element in the choice of Carl Diem as advisor was the fact that he
had worked closely since 1932 in his many previous meetings with Stefan
Chaprashikov, Bulgarian ambassador in Berlin at the time, honorary president of the
BOC and a prominent member of the International Olympic Committee.

At the time of his most significant trip for Bulgarian sport to Sofia, Carl Diem was
already recognized and in the eyes of many German and foreign observers a proven
and competent sports figure, although not politically uncontroversial, especially among
the German sports authorities. Moreover, his experience as long-time pro-rector of the
German Higher School for Physical Exercises (DHfL), as well as his success as
organizer of the 1936 Berlin Olympics, seemed to predestine him for the task of

government advisor.

Diem's task was to "devise a general plan for physical education in schools and clubs”
based on the "Physical Education of Bulgarian Youth Act" of 1931, the Implementing
Ordinance and the 1937 Amending Act, both of which referred to the two.

"To ascertain the application of this law in Bulgaria" was also part of his task and

ultimately led him to the laconic conclusion that "the law was not substantially applied".

The 1937 "Organisational Plan for Physical Education in Bulgaria" was the first of its
kind in Bulgaria to establish a state-oriented sports policy and governmental
advancement, where it also included a defined framework for scientifically based,

academic training of sports teachers.

However, it was not implemented until five years after it was drafted and became
crucial to the design and delivery of the academic training of future sports teachers and
coaches in Bulgaria: On 15 November 1942, the first students began their studies at

the newly established State Higher School of Physical Education.

In summary, the following main points of need, as well as key findings and
recommendations for action, can be identified in Diem's "Organisational Plan" and

"Report", consisting of over 70 typed pages in total:

- Promote and improve sport and gymnastics in schools and clubs (teacher
training, building equipment and facilities’, intensifying, and differentiating

training and work)
- Structure the system of clubs and federations ("standardisation™)

- Education of leaders, general training”’

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- Organisation of the reform (time, finances, distribution of staff and cooperation

between departments, etc.)’®

The implementation of the organisational plan and the additional explanations to it in
his report as well as the recommendations, which include above all the reorganisation
of sports and youth work as well as the establishment of the first and only Bulgarian

sports university, are the focus of the study.

However, Carl Diem's work in Bulgaria was not of a purely sporting or pedagogical
nature, but was also imbued with a political dimension, as the reform proposals outlined
in his "Organisational Plan" also aimed to unite and incorporate all sports organisations
in the manner of the "National Socialist Reich Union for Physical Exercises” (NSRL),
which was widespread in Germany and led by the State Head of Sport, Hans von
Tschammer und Osten. It is important to note that the unification went hand in hand
with the Youth Act. This caused strong opposition from the previously existing
independent Bulgarian sports organisations, such as the “Bulgarian National Sports
Federation” (BNSF), which was subordinate to the Bulgarian youth organisation
“Brannik”, comparable to “Hitler Youth”. In line with the political situation and in
accordance with the political conjuncture, Brannik was forced to merge with the oldest
Bulgarian gymnastic societies, “Yunak”, to create a common sports organisation to
strengthen the control of the state. This forced unification was abolished in 1944 when

the communists came to power.”®

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Conclusions

In retrospect, it can be said that the years of the Weimar Republic were the most
successful and enduring for Carl Diem and his activities. His role in the DRA gave him
considerable power in the German sports sphere, and his function as (executive)
director of the German Higher School for Physical Exercises (DHfL) not only provided
him with national clout in the field of sports education and science, but also

international prestige.

Throughout his life, Diem has been inspired by the idea of athletics and the Olympic
idea. His meetings and exchange of ideas with Pierre de Coubertin made him one of
the most important advocates of the spiritual and physical-material values of Olympia.
Defining, developing, promoting, and strengthening sport as a cultural value in the
broadest sense made him one of the most important figures in the history of German
and international sport. The 1936 Olympic Games, for which he was responsible
organisationally, arguably opened entirely new dimensions to what was an innovative
concept for its time, although the misuse of the Games by the German government at
the time for political and propaganda purposes, and his acquiescence to them, should

not be overlooked.

"However, Diem's problematic behaviour in the political arena, especially during the
Nazi era, was undoubtedly offset by his impressive work in the field of sport. Diem was
one of those who contributed decisively to giving sport the cultural significance it has
today. His storengths lie in the fields of organisation, public dissemination, and aesthetic
design; ...]"®

It is precisely this that should not be relegated to the background or even forgotten,
despite the different opinions on its approaches, which from today's point of view seem
outdated or irrelevant, and on its ambivalent political behaviour, especially in the so-

called 'Third Reich’, but which must be given due credit in our times.

In the 1930s the need for reforms in the field of sport in Bulgaria was significant and
obvious. Thus, Diem's ideas found fertile ground not only in terms of subject matter
and organisation, but also in social and political terms. This may also be due to the
prevailing spiritual mood ("Zeitgeist”) in the community there and at that time, as in

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many other European countries, but it should not obscure the fact that the plan, though
belated, still had an effect, even despite the wording and requirements, which from

today's point of view are questionable.?!

The 1937 'Organisational Plan for Physical Education in Bulgaria' had no immediate
effect on sporting activity in Bulgaria. This may have been due to the economic and
cultural circumstances and conditions in the country at the time, as well as political
controversies within the country itself and the "general European political climate".
Furthermore, no documents have yet emerged that provide detailed evidence of its
specific consideration in parliament or government, for example, or of its formal
adoption. It was only with the adoption of the Higher School of Physical Education
Act®?, which had been under discussion since 1941 and was published on 3 January
1942, that this educational institution was established and officially opened on 15
November 1942, and Diem's efforts to reform sport in Bulgaria found an echo in

education and sports policy.®3

In Diem's view, the Organisational Plan aims for a positive change in the sense of a
structured intensification of general sports activities and of sport in general, in and
outside schools or other educational institutions. His work also has a political
dimension, as the reform proposals presented in his plan also aim at standardising and
unifying all sports organisations, comparable to the German NSRL of the time,

although not everywhere to the goodwill of all concerned.

Subsequently, sports, sports teacher training and the system of associations were
reorganised and restructured, eventually leading to the abolition of the autonomy of
sports associations and federations, which had been autonomous in Bulgaria until the

late 1930s, and to their alignment, also under the provisions of the "Brannik Act".

Diem himself has been "erased" from sport historiography or reflection on the history
of education after World War 1l in countries occupied or politically influenced by the

Soviet Union, which had previously had a relationship with the German Reich or in

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which the policies controlled by Nazi Germany had had an impact, and specifically in
Bulgaria, when his activities and visits to Bulgaria were significantly covered in the local
media, his work and achievements are now (negatively) "indexed" and thus consigned

to oblivion or banned from thought.

In retrospect and later knowledge of the consequences of a way of thinking fuelled by
ideas of the 'Fuhrer' principle, militarisation of society, forced conformity for the purpose
of unification and mass movement, it may seem quite easy to criticise Diem's thoughts
and ideas, even condemn them, and finally decide that the end does not justify all the
means. However, this should not prevent a factual analysis and evaluation of the
mission addressed to Diem, which was primarily aimed at professionally improving the

status quo, and of his proposals in this respect.

It may seem an irony of history, even paradoxical, that Diem's "fascist-bourgeois"
model, which was ostracized as such by the Moscow-orchestrated Bulgarian
communists and the Fatherland Front they controlled, and which for a short time was
applied only in embryonic form in tsarist Bulgaria, became authoritative in Bulgaria for
a long time, right up to the 1950s, despite the political-ideological antagonism between
"the creator Diem" and his later executors.

Regardless of the perception or evaluation of Carl Diem as a person, which have been
and continue to be made along different ideological lines and political positions, it is
true that "Diem (was) one of those who contributed significantly to giving sport the

cultural significance it has today."®*

Diem had a lasting significance for sport in Bulgaria: Thanks to his many visits to the
country, his numerous meetings with leading figures in Bulgarian sports politics and
various sports organisations, and especially his "organisational plan”, sport in Bulgaria,
which had "turned around" in the 1930s, received a clearer orientation and a new

impetus.

The fact is that his "Organisational Plan" marked the beginning of the creation of the
first (and only) Bulgarian sports university, which celebrates its eightieth anniversary
in 2022. It seems that this is the right time for the contribution of German sport to be

properly honoured. The founding of the State Higher School of Physical Education
