The topic chosen and worked on by the PhD student J6rg Schenk is relevant and
significant in view of conducting an extended historical research and study of the
personality and role of the German sports leader and organizer Carl Diem in the
development of physical education and sport in Bulgaria, including the establishment of
the State Higher School of Physical Education - today's National Sports Academy. The
author, based on the historical factual background, sets himself the difficult task of
objectively evaluating and impartially demonstrating the managerial and organizational
approaches and decisions of Carl Diem for the development of physical education in
Bulgaria.

The extended historical research on the activities of C. Diem in the 30 - 50s of the
twentieth century is an attempt to thoroughly, for the first time, present his contribution
to building a successful model for the creation and development of sport in Bulgaria.

The dissertation is 135 printed pages long. On 80 pages, as an appendix (pp. 136-216),
are presented photographs, documents, newspaper publications, copies of letters,
invitations, programmes, and a bibliography, which have a very important
historiographical, evidential, and cultural value previously unpublished.

Structurally, the work presented includes a preface, three chapters, a discussion, and
conclusions.

Considering the specificity of the dissertation, it is shown in all its contents that the
literature sources in Bulgarian language - 36 titles, in Latin script - 126 titles, proceedings,
laws, agreements, documents and other periodicals - 12 pieces, archival materials - 3
funds, as well as interviews and podcasts in Internet sources and media - 13 units have
been studied and analysed.

At the beginning of Chapter One, the doctoral student objectively notes that scholars
from Europe, Germany and Bulgaria have studied the work and activities of C. Diem, but
their assessments are mixed and contradictory, whereby the fact that Diem was an official
during the National Socialist totalitarian regime in Germany gave additional impetus to
the negative reviews.



For the development of the thesis the doctoral student has used the written heritage of
C. Diem from his archive (about 12,000 pages) letters, correspondence, 50 monographs,
6,000 pages of diaries, special files, photo albums, testimonies, etc. In Bulgaria, J. Schenk
used factual material from the periodical press, the archives of the Ministry of National
Education and the State Higher School of Physical Education.

The study and research of the literary sources clearly show the polar assessments,
burdened for the time with their political-ideological, psychological weight.

This part of the thesis refers to the works of German scholars such as: Horst Uberhorst,
Hajo Bernett, Frank Becker, Hans Joachim Teichler, Karl Lennartz and others. Bulgarian
scientists and researchers such as Vasil Tsonkov, Angel Stoychev, Natalia Petrova, Rayna
Bardareva, Emilia Vitanova are also mentioned.

For the first time Lozan Mitev 2002 gives a real assessment of the activity of Carl Diem
as the first disseminator of the Olympic idea and principles and reformer of sport in
Bulgaria. The merits and participation of C. Diem for the establishment of the State Higher
School of Physical Education in Sofia (now NSA "Vasil Levski").

For the preparation and presentation of Chapter One, we commend the multifaceted
historical research of a considerable number of sources on the activities, merits, and
controversial generalizations about C. Diem with a fair author's opinion and assessment
of events from 80-90 years ago.

Hypothesis of the study

The doctoral student is undoubtedly correct in basing his argument on the facts that the
case and importance of C. Diem in Bulgaria there are divergent assessments and
uncertainties. There is an objective need for research, analysis of the facts relating to the
activities of C. Diem for Bulgarian sport and education. At the present stage to ignore the
accumulated ideologies that influence for an independent expertise and for the positive
influence for the development of physical culture in Bulgaria.

The dodtoral student understandably believes that conducting this historical research and
analysis will comprehensively present the activities of C. Diem as an organizer, expert ,
sports and Olympic figure to create , for his time, a modern system of physical culture in
Bulgaria, based on his "Organizational Plan", including the formation of a concept, a
nationwide goal, organizational and management mechanism and structures, the creation
of standards, the training of specialists, methodological requirements, financial,
administrative and legal backing of reforms and the introduction of a five-year action
plan.

This multifaceted historical analysis of the reform activities in Bulgaria by C. Diem, carried
out in two different political systems, should provide a summary and fair assessment and



recognition of the current stage for the development of sport and sport education in
Bulgaria.

The main objective (p.30) is clearly and precisely formulated and following the hypothesis
presented, 3 main tasks are stated in chronological order. The object of study is the
personality and activity of C. Diem in Bulgaria and in line with his activities and role in
the development of body culture in Germany, Europe and in the Olympic movement.

The subject of the research are the political, administrative, sport-methodological, and
organizational activities, as well as the scientific, publishing, and expert work of C. Diem,
concerning the development of physical education, sport, and education in Bulgaria.

Organization and methodology of research work.
The study was conducted in three main steps.

- First step "Systematizing the literature sources and enriching the information base.
Internet research in European libraries on the life and work of C. Diem, his
publications, editions, etc. Work in the Historical Archives in Bulgaria and Germany.
Reliable information has also been collected on the visits of C. Diem in Bulgaria in
the period 1933-1943.

- Second step "Researching and processing the historical facts, building an overall
time picture of C. Diem in Bulgaria, Germany, internationally and summaries of his
biography. On this basis, the concept of the study and, accordingly, the construction
of the research thesis was created.

- Third step "Overall shaping of the dissertation". The study was conducted on the
patterns of physical culture in Europe and Bulgaria during the research era, the
Olympic Movement and philosophy and specifying criteria for objective evaluation
and conclusions about the activities of C. Diem in Bulgaria. Specific scientific
methods characteristic of historical research is used by

e Search and study of literary sources

e Collection, analysis, and verification of information from discovered
historical documents and materials

e Historical reconstruction and comparison

e Digitisation of authentic documents.

The author also objectively and correctly describes the numerous problems related to the
availability and condition of the materials, readability of the texts, inaccurate descriptions,
objective assessment of the historical-political and sports-cultural background and
context, errors in earlier transcripts and press notes, and linguistic "losses in translation."

Chapter Two (pp. 36-83) presents an extensive and multifaceted factual account of Carl
Diem's biography.



In separate sections, the doctoral student presents the historical facts with a distinctly
own opinion on problematic moments in the life and work of Carl Diem as follows:

In summary, in this Chapter Two, the doctoral student presents a unique factual
background of the multifaceted activities carried out by C. Diem in a very precise and
detailed manner in 15 strands. We commend the numerous footnoted citations and the
lucid referencing of sources.

In Chapter Three, "The Activities of C. Diem in Bulgaria 1933-1943" Jorg Schenk
objectively notes that there are ambiguities and lack of sufficient information about his
mission in Bulgaria. A successful attempt has been made to find, research and present
newly discovered documents and objective evidence giving important information in
general about the real state of physical education and sport in Bulgaria and the building
of a national system.

Documents have been studied at the German Sports University, the Historical Archives of
Cologne, the personal diaries of C. Diem, the archive fund of the Ministry of National
Education, the periodicals of the newspapers "Zora" and "Sport" in Bulgaria.

The doctoral student logically presents the socio-political, cultural, and economic situation
in Bulgaria between the First and Second World Wars, as well as the German-Bulgarian
cultural relations in this period. The 1931 Sports Act is also presented, which sets out
requirements for school physical education, weekly programmes with the relevant content
for the different levels, the teaching staff, for extracurricular sports, facilities,
membership, funding, etc.

Study work on C. Diem'’s visits provides clarity for the approbation of the "Organizational
Plan for Physical Education in Bulgaria" 1937 - he visited Bulgaria seven times in the
period 1933-1944. Carl Diem's main task was to develop a general plan for physical
education in schools and sport clubs. This plan was the first document defining the state
sports policy, as well as the process of academic training of sports teachers, respectively
the establishment and structure of DVUTV (today's NSA "V. Levski").

This part of the study includes a very detailed information and analyses on the evaluation
of C. Diem on the status quo and the potential for development, on the implementation
of the organization plan before and after 1944.

Obijectively, as a conclusion, it is noted that through the establishment of the DVUTV Carl
Diem's ideas for the academic education of sports teachers received their modern start.

Chapter Four, "Discussion and Conclusions”, presents generalizations and conclusions
that are punctual and unquestionable because of the study and research, supported by
reliable historical facts and professional-level expertise.
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Based on the dissertation work presented, the systematization of historical facts, the
scientific analysis, generalizations, and conclusions, we take the liberty to point out the
main contributions as follows:

An extended study and analysis of the activities and work of C. Diem based on his
vast archive, as well as authentic materials and publications of scholars from
Germany, Bulgaria, and Europe, highlighted by deriving the doctoral student’s own
opinion on the divergent and contradictory assessments of the different authors.
A summarized and multifaceted factual account of the biography of C. Diem.
Historical facts, activities, and opinions on important and problematic periods of C.
Diem are pointed out in detail in 15 directions.

The activities and initiatives of C. Diem in Bulgaria in the period 1933-1944. This
plan was the basis for the establishment of the DVUTV in 1942 and the realization
of the ideas of C. Diem for academic education of sports teachers.

The enclosed authentic photographs, documents, publications in the periodical
press and the extensive bibliographical reference have their lasting significance for
further research on the history of sport and sport education in Bulgaria.

We have no joint publications with the doctoral student. The abstract is in line with the
submitted dissertation and meets the requirements. The author J6rg Schenk has also
indicated three publications of his own, one of which is to be printed.

Conclusion

We have known the doctoral student J6rg Schenk for many years, as a sports figure in
Bulgaria and a respected German diplomat. The presented dissertation has a complete
look, it has been developed at the required scientific level. It is his personal work and has
an innovative historical-theoretical and cognitive value.

With full conviction, we propose to the Honourable Scientific Jury to award the degree of
“Doctor” to Jérg Schenk in the professional field 7.6 “Sport”, doctoral programme “Theory
and Methodology of Sports Science”.
