1. About the PhD student

The PhD student Jorg Schenk has a long-standing and persistent interest in sport, education
and research. Along with building his professional experience and career in the field of diplomacy,
Jorg Schenk has demonstrated systematicity and consistency in his educational and voluntary
interests. This is evidenced by the completed four master's degrees in the fields of pedagogy, Slavic
studies, including Bulgarian language and literature. During his professional and life path, the PhD
student has been sustainably linked with Bulgaria in his capacity as a diplomat, advisor and
translator in various departments and levels of the German Foreign Ministry and the German
Embassy in our country. During various periods of his stay in the country, in his role of a public
figure, Jorg Schenk has a huge contribution to the support and development of a number of sports
and the field hockey in particular. Evidence of the imprint of his activity in our country are also
the several honorary awards and prizes awarded by various educational, scientific, non-
governmental and sport organisations and institutions, such as Bulgarian Academy of Science,
Technical University Sofia, Humboldt Union of Bulgaria, Bulgarian Red Cross, Bulgarian Field
Hockey Federation.

2. Relevance, characterization, evaluation and contributions of the dissertation

Exploring the personality, work and legacy of Carl Diem's activity in the context of the
historical time of his life and their projections in the present is in itself an intellectual journey as
well as a scholarly challenge. The historical response to the diverse statesmanship, managerial and
expert activity of Carl Diem in the field of the Olympic movement, the European sporting
landscape and his role in the development of conceptual, methodological, structural and
organisational foundations of the specific model of physical culture in Germany and in Bulgaria,
offers a new foreshortening to today's understanding of persons, events and complex processes



from a certain historical period. One of these "legacies™ is the establishment in 1942 of the State
Higher School of Physical Education, whose successor today is NSA"Vassil Levski".

The submitted PhD thesis contains 212 pages, of which 132 represent the body of content,
while the rest of 68 pages feature appendices and 12 pages bibliographic sources. The dissertation
is structured in four chapters. In the first three of them, the author argues his approach to the study,
presents a wide-ranging discussion on the rationale and necessity of the thesis, the applied research
methods of historiography, sets the parameters and context of the actual research supported by
both familiar and new unique documents, empirical facts and historical evidence. The text in the
fourth chapter has a clear interpretative character and mainly presents generalizing comments
resulting from the analysis in the previous sections of the thesis.

The systematic and in-depth study of Carl Diem's activity in Bulgaria in his role as a
recognised visionary, conceptual thinker, leader and expert in laying the foundations of the
organisational model of physical culture and the development of the Olympic movement in our
country is based on a comprehensive analysis of various published and original writings, historical
testimonies and documents in the period of 1933-1942. For the first time, previously unknown
personal impressions of Carl Diem from his stay in Bulgaria are reflected, thanks to the analysed
notes from his personal diary. The large-scale activity of Carl Diem is presented through the lens
of the time-specific political, ideological, social and structural conditions, within the broader
geopolitical projections in the state, economic and cultural relations between Germany and
Bulgaria. Jorg Schenk succeeds in delineating the significance of Carl Diem's work and some of
the key implications for the development of the system of physical education and sport, which
offers enriched opportunities for a reassessment of this historical period. For this purpose, the
author undertakes a study and analysis of documentary sources related to the life and work of Carl
Diem both in his homeland and in other European countries, including Bulgaria. On the other hand,
Jorg Schenk also carries out a comprehensive review of published historical, scientific,
institutional, organisational and sports studies, which give different ideas and assessments of Carl
Diem's activity as a teacher, leader, scientist and expert. In parallel, an author's view is presented
on the disclosure of key characteristics and processes in the development of the adapted model of
physical culture in Bulgaria, the conceptual basis of which is the so-called "Organisation Plan" by
Carl Diem. In this sense, it would be of interest if the dissertation has included a section supported
by analysis on how the project of Carl Diem was perceived and implemented by the then Bulgarian
institutions, the sport movement and the public.

The author of the PhD thesis demonstrates high competences and skills in working with
documentary and literature sources, as well as in the application of historiographic research
methods for the analysis of historical materials. The interpretative approach used in the
interpretation of facts, events and processes placed in a certain historical, socio-political and socio-
cultural context deserves special attention. In this research approach, the actions of certain
historical persons are not predetermined, but are a product of how they perceive the surrounding
reality and what meaning they attach it. This means that as a result of accumulated knowledge and
experience, individual managers, figures and all those who are related to the system of physical



culture and the organisation of the sport movement form their own interpretation of visions,
ideology, actions, processes and events, and try to work for their implementation in one form or
another.

In this vein, as in other areas of social sciences the author here too, in the role of a
researcher, cannot remain completely neutral in his interpretation of the accessible historical
sources regarding the outlined object and subject of research. In his analysis, he offers
interpretations and generalizations that are in a process of continuous debate, confirmation,
rejection and reformulation. A significant challenge in this regard is the solution of creatively
opposing cultural dilemmas for the author Jérg Schenk, given the long time he has spent in
Bulgaria as part of his professional commitments and the social and institutional ties built on this
basis, on the one hand, his personal engagement in the contemporary sport system in our country
in the form of a volunteer and current head of a Bulgarian sport federation on the second hand, and
the influence of the foundational German mindset, on the third hand. Such a perspective offers
interesting parallels between the process of acculturation experienced in a different historical time
by Carl Diem and the author of the dissertation dedicated to his notable predecessor.

3. Critical notes on the dissertation thesis

In terms of structure, content, and scientific research, the dissertation meets the established
standards for similar types of developments on historical topics. It should be noted that the author
and his research supervisor have taken into account and reflected a large part of the critical
comments and recommendations made by the extended scientific collegium of the Department of
"Management and History of Sport". The only more significant remark | can point out is that it
would have been possible to better substantiate the historiographical research methods used with
relevant literature on methodology.

4. Publication and study activity of the PhD student

In fulfillment of the established requirements for awarding the educational and scientific
degree “PhD” Jorg Schenk has submitted for publication three articles related to the topic of the
dissertation thesis. Two of them are already officially published, and the third one has been
approved for publication in peer-reviewed scientific journals. In full volume and without time
delays, the study process was successfully carried out, in accordance with what was initially
planned in the PhD programme "Theory and Methodology of Sports Science™ and his individual
study plan.

5. Conclusion
