I. Relevance, structure and content of the dissertation work.

The thematic focus of the research problem is related to the currant
migration processes. The permanent adaptation of the migrants and their social
integration is of great importance for contemporary society with significant
impact in the host communities.

The dissertation work has a volume of 127 pages. The dissertation is
organized into four interrelated chapters, introduction, conclusion, and
applications. The theoretical analysis of literary sources on the topic includes 133
bibliographic references.

The research work is clearly presented and very well-illustrated. With
reference to the overall procedure, no violations of formal or other nature were
found, nor any forms of plagiarism.

In the first chapter an in-depth analysis of the global processes and their
interrelation with sport migration is made, the systems of sport and the ethno-
cultural potential of the studied countries are presented.

Sport is brought up as a means of motivation and integration of emigrants, and the
methodology of “education through sport” for upgrading and improving
managerial qualities is examined in detail.

In the second chapter the working hypothesis of the research, the aim, the
tasks, the object of the study are well presented, logically formulated and
systematized.

The subjects of the research are also correctly selected (75 migrants, 25
from each of the three countries — Bulgaria, Italy and Spain).

Reliable mathematical and statistical methods are used for the analysis of the
results on the studied indicators and the changes that occurred (variation analysis,
Cronbach's alpha, T- test, dispersion analysis ANOVA and etc.).

In chapter three, after processing the results data, the level of specialized
professional qualities of the selected experimental group is determined, based on
their individual feelings and perceptions.



The presented conclusions and recommendations are correctly and logically

formulated and supported by the revealed regularities.

II.

Contributions and recommendations for sport practice
On the basis of'a complex sport scientific analysis, several contributions for
sports education and practice could be formulated:

e The theoretical framework of model policies and opportunities for
education of migrant sport specialists was professionally analyzed and
improved.

e A specialized test was created, substantiated and applied in the form of a
questionnaire, examining the professional knowledge, skills and
competencies of sport managers.

e A sport methodology “Education through sport” was created, defined and
scientifically supported, which effectively helps in shaping the profile and
behaviour model of sports managers and coaches.

Some recommendations for the future activity of the doctoral student can
be made here. The first one is that a methodological manual for practical
application should be developed on the research findings. Also, it will be useful
to seek opportunities for new projects connected with the current research topic
in cooperation with the state institutions, the Department of Management and
History of Sport, and the Post-Graduate Studies Department of the National
Sport Academy “V. Levski”.

Conclusion

The analyzed research work provokes serious scientific interest due to its
relevance to current problems, innovativeness and practical application. It can
be viewed as a valuable research-education product, in terms of its original
conceptual, methodological, structural and content dimensions.

The doctoral student has the necessary theoretical knowledge, qualification
and skills to organize independent scientific research work. On the basis of this
positive evaluation, I propose to the Scientific Board to award Roberto Solinas
the educational and scientific degree “Doctor of Philosophy” in the
professional field 7.6. Sport, Doctoral Program “Theory and methodology of
sport science”.
