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1. General notes on the PhD student Georgi Angelov

Georgi Angelov's interest in the topic of his dissertation work is completely reasonable, given his
professional commitment and development as a sports entrepreneur in the field of organising
various sport events, and a person who has occupied administrative positions in a football club.
His practical work runs parallel to his academic path, resulting in the acquisition of a bachelor's
and master's degree in business administration at UNSS, and later a second master's degree at
NSA "Vasil Levski". The combination of professional interest and academic preparation of the
doctoral student reflects on the choice, approach and systematic process of developing the
presented dissertation topic.

2. Actuality, characteristics and critical notes on the dissertation thesis

The topic of the PhD thesis concerns the process of organising and implementing football camps
for children aimed at a combination of goals varying from entertainment, socialisation and
identification of potential talents to developing new markets, promoting certain football clubs
and delivering commercial gains for their organisers. This practice has been gaining an
increasing popularity in recent years in our country, with the holding of a number of football
camps for youth in cooperation with famous foreign football brands, mainly from Italy and
Spain.

As far as can be ascertained, until now no systematic academic attempts have been made for
revealing the process of creation, management and implementation of such events. In this sense,
the topic of the dissertation offers a wide field for unpacking both new and familiar aspects of
the technology of their specific management. The presented PhD thesis has a volume of 205
pages, of which 180 are the content part, 10 pages of bibliographic sources (31 in Bulgarian and
106 in a foreign language) and two appendices. The work is structured in four chapters.



To elaborate the essence and the overall technological process of planning, organising and
conducting football camps, Georgi Angelov uses two integrative theoretical approaches. The first
one is the well-established in the academic literature marketing mix, which offers a basic
platform for considering football camps as a sporting product, its pricing, promotion and place of
creation and consumption. However, what is more significant is that the author also adequately
applies the theoretical framework of Largo & Lusch (2004, 2008) adapted to a sport context by
Woratschek, Horbel & Popp (2014). It is concerned with the process of value co-creation in
sports practice, as thus compensating for the limitations of the marketing mix concept. This
approach goes beyond the boundaries of the classic exchange between a producer (the sports
organisation) and a consumer (athlete, participant, spectator) as the basis and source of value in
sport, and considers the process of its creation as a combination of integrated competences and
resources on the part of all interested parties who have equal contribution and participation, and
the effects depend on to what extent and in what form each of the parties builds a relationship
with the event and participates in complex resource interactions. This is a different conceptual
view that presents significantly more adequate possibilities for analysing the real practical
aspects in the context of youth football camps.

The characteristics and elements of nowadays sport camps for adolescents are presented
extensively and argued with supporting literature, including technological stages, management
functions and marketing activities, with a clear distinction made with the specialised training and
preparatory camps at club level. In this regard, children's football camps have been interpreted
as: an established strategy to explore, penetrate and/or derive a competitive advantage in a
particular market; competitive positioning mechanism; a means of generating revenue from the
sale of a package of services to participants and parents; attracting sponsors; formation of
business alliances with local and global brands; talent identification and selection mechanism for
club youth academies.

In this part of the work, issues of a narrow methodological, psychological-motivational and
social nature, related to the factors and processes of the system of identification, selection and
development of talented youths are also discussed. In my opinion, they are of a peripheral
importance to the essence of the dissertation, while Gani's theoretical model for the factors and
areas of talent development, which Georgi Angelov uses in the analysis and generalizations in
part of the empirical results in chapter 111, deserves attention here.

Although some good practices from foreign experience discussed in the PhD thesis focus on the
identification and selection of gifted children to bring them in to club youth academies, the
experience in our country of organising similar camps by buying on a franchise scheme the right
to use the brand of western clubs, shows that the motives are primarily of a commercial nature.
The excessive emphasis on the search for causality in the statement that "good management of
such camps will help the development of talents”, while in reality the organisers are entirely
private driven by economic incentives is observed including and in the section "Statement of the
problem" in chapter I, as well as in the questions with Bulgarian coaches in chapter I11. Although
implicitly touched, nowhere in the analysis it becomes clear:



* To what extent do Bulgarian football clubs, scouts, coaches, football academies directors or
agents rely on this practice?

* What is the nature and how should the relationship develop between an established entity
interested in such events and the external organisation managing such camps?

* How is the development path of the various participants in the camps subsequently tracked,
such as profile, motives and expectations?

» What is the reason for the retention trend in the number of participants, despite the growth in
the number of hosted camps?

In terms of practical realization of three of the key stages of the management of football camps —
planning, implementation, and control of events — the reference to the three-dimensional model
for the marketing of events developed by Nufer (2002) and consisting of a combination of
possible typologies, according to their target group, conceptual focus and orientation can be
defined as a good author's decision.

The author demonstrates the necessary competencies and skills in handling documentary and
literature sources, as well as in applying a combination of seven types of scientific methods to
collect, process and analyse empirical data. The critical descriptive approach deserves special
attention when interpreting facts, events and processes placed in a specific context. A good
impression is also made by the clearly outlined limitations of the research in chapter 11 which, on
the one hand shows why the object of the research was not two key groups of participants in the
camps - the children and the Italian coaches, but on the other hand this is also a limitation in the
full application of the chosen theoretical approach.

In the third chapter of the thesis the process of conducting "Inter Academy Camp Bulgaria” is
analysed in detail, based on the example of the "Future through Sport™ association, as the main
implementing organisation, part of which is the author of the dissertation. This was achieved by
applying the case study method described in the methodology. All stages of planning,
organisation, logistics and practical implementation are neatly presented, including elements,
activities, partners, technological processes, communication, coordination, resource and
marketing provision of the event.

In order to better visualise and extract supporting data regarding the formulated tasks and those
of work a survey was contucted with 96 coaches working both in the youth football system and
in professional and amateur football clubs in Bulgaria. Coaches are included in the study given
the influence and role they have in the selection and development of young talent. The main
questions are deal with problems related to the selection and development of football talent,
supplemented by several questions concerning different aspects of the resourcing of football
clubs. The question that still remains is “What criteria were applied to identify the coaches in the
sample”?

The second survey was carried out with 85 parents of children who participated in camps
organised by the above association. It turns out that more than 90% of the participants had a
previously established connection with football, attending organised training sessions but it is not
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clear what are the driving motives for participation in such camps. The questions for parents are
mainly addressed to stages of their child's football development. Parents as a supporting factor
and fee payers are a key social and economic actor in making decisions not only for enrolling the
child in such camps, but in general for inclusion in organised sports activities in a club or other
type of environment. Three of the questions in the survey have a direct connection to the camps
offered by the "Future through Sport™ association, and to some extent partially touch on social,
emotional and football aspects. However, it should be pointed out that the chosen scale of
possible answers does not allow to fully reveal in depth the actual ongoing processes and
possible effects. It is also highly debatable whether parents have the necessary competences to
evaluate topics such as chances for the development of football talents in our country and in
Western Europe; which coaches in youth football are better - Western or Bulgarian; way of
organising the work at the youth football academies; match between financial capabilities and
sporting results at a club.

The author's model for the management of a football camp in partnership with a global football
brand deserves high praise, as the explanations and interpretations related to it clearly derive
from and follow the logic of the main theoretical framework discussed in chapter I. Ten different
entities of similar type of events have been identified. , which enter into different forms and
types of resource exchanges and social interactions, and where the useful value of the event itself
does not come from the presence of an organizer who offers the camp as a product to users, but
arises from the joint integration of resources and the active involvement of the entire network by
interested entities, where the benefit to each is contained in the specific ways and contexts of use.

In parallel, an author's view on the discovery of key characteristics, factors, compatibility criteria
and processes in the management of football camps for the attraction, training and potential
selection of talented children is presented. A matrix of three types of football camps offered by
different types of organizations is also proposed, according to 10 criteria, but it is not known on
what basis they are defined and argued.

The text in chapter four has a clear generalizing character and presents conclusions and
comments resulting from the analysis in the previous sections of the work. The formulated
conclusions generally correspond to the research objectives, but there are no conclusions drawn
from the questionnaire survey with coaches and parents. Also, it should be emphasized that the
wording of conclusion 4 referring to the social effects of such camps is not correct as it is not
based on specific empirical data from research in the work but is a product of wishful thinking.
The proposed recommendations are oriented towards the work of the youth football academies
and club and contain ideas for improving their practices in the field of youth football.

In terms of structure, content and research merits, the dissertation meets the established standards
for similar types of work. It should be noted that the author and his research supervisor have
taken into account and reflected a large part of the critical comments and recommendations made
during the internal approbation of the thesis.
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3. Contributions of the dissertation thesis

1. The applied theoretical framework on the process of creating useful value in sports practice, as
a joint venture between a set of interested parties, based on the integration of different resources,
allows to reveal and analyze the main characteristics of the management of football camps for
adolescents as a type a special event and a strategic symbolic resource, the activation of which
takes place through social interactions of different forms and types.

2. The proposed conceptual model for creating, organising and implementing football camps, in
partnership with another world-famous football club, can be adapted and reproduced as a good
practice by other entities and team sports.

3. The specifics in the creation, planning, organization and logistics of football camps for youths
as increasingly popular events and a mechanism for the implementation of various strategies and
goals of a wide range of organisations, have been revealed.

4. Publication and educational activity of the PhD student

In fulfillment of the requirements for awarding the educational and scientific PhD degree Georgi
Angelov has submitted two articles related to the dissertation. These are published in refereed
and indexed scientific journals in our country. The abstract book meets the established
requirements. In full volume and without time delays the study process was successfully carried
out, in accordance with what was planned in the PhD program "Theory and Methodology of
Sports Science™ and the individual training plan of the doctoral student.

5. Conclusions

The in-depth and comprehensive analysis of literature sources and documentary materials related
to the topic, accompanied by a clearly expressed authorial position and practical experience, the
demonstrated competencies in the application of a combination of research methods by the
doctoral student, the constructed logic and interpretation of empirical data through the lens of
applied theoretical approach, the derived conceptual model for practical application, the fulfilled
educational and science-metric requirements in the PhD study process, make me confident to
conclude that the dissertation thesis has the necessary qualities and research contributions, and to
express my positive opinion "PRO™ for awarding Georgi Angelov the educational and the
scientific degree "Doctor".
