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II. Relevance of the PhD Thesis

Globally, there is probably no more telling manifestation of the rise of the
sports business than that seen in football. Despite its increased economic potential,
the sport has not lost its social principles and accessibility. The undisputed
dominance of the game is due to a number of factors: Geographical attraction -
football is understood by every nation on earth; Demographic - accessibility and
inclusion of people of different ages; Socio-cultural - sport is associated with all

Along with the above mentioned facts about the dominant role of football, I
should emphasize that the present dissertation addresses issues directly related to
a strategically important target group - youth football athletes. The focus of the
analysis is on perennial issues relating to the development of football talent
through the use of a marketing product - football camps.

All these arguments give me the reason to define the scientific thesis as
actual, necessary and useful for practice.

III. Characteristics of the submitted dissertation

The dissertation is developed in 195 pages, plus appendices. It includes a
rich bibliography with literature sources in Bulgarian and English. Digitalization in
the modern world enables access to various funds of scientific production. I can see
that the diagnostic analysis and expertise are enriched by not a few Internet
sources. The work is divided in the established structure for this kind of scientific
work of four chapters.

Chapter One presents a comprehensive critical analysis of the theoretical
and methodological foundations of the problem in the following thematic areas:

5. Methodological, theoretical and applied aspects in football talent

development.

In this strand, the author presents various concepts that clarify the term
"talent” and its specifics. In this subsection, a special place is given to the processes
of identification and selection of football talents, as well as the factors that help to
develop them.

The author has interpreted both fundamental models and contemporary
theoretical concepts that present current views on the problem at hand. The
penultimate thematic area discussed relates to the significance of the transition
from youth to professional football in the 16-19 period, dare I say one of the major
issues in football management. Here the author supports his views with a survey
of coaches in Bulgaria. In my opinion the analysis of the results of this research should
be set out in chapter three.
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6. Applied aspects of football camps (camps)

The topic is widely discussed in sports science. The author has skillfully
interpreted and presented the factual evidence derived from the use of
contemporary literature. Useful for practice are the summarized concepts related
to types of camps and best practices in their management. Valuable aspects of the
organization and conduct of world-renowned camps - Five-Star and Stages
Bosquier - are presented.

7. Camps in Bulgaria.

In this thematic strand Georgi Angelov analyses the state of camps in our
country according to the indicators "number of participants"”, "number of camps in
the period 2015-2019", "number of participants per camp". For the precise
illustration of the facts it is necessary to present the graphs with quantitative values.
The author complements the analysis with a presentation of the policy of the
Bulgarian Football Union for holding regional selection camps.

8. Sportscamps as a platform for co-creating utility value.

In my opinion, this thematic area has the greatest scientific value. The concept
of co-creation of utility value in sport is logically elucidated through a detailed
analysis of 10 key propositions that illustrate its utility for sport management. The
issue of camps specifications is thoroughly examined from a marketing theory
perspective.

Based on the thorough and precise analysis, the formulation of the working
hypothesis deserves attention. In a multifaceted way, the predictive directions in
which the management of football talent development camps can achieve better
results are presented in a meaningful way.

Chapter two outlines the characteristics of the research. I believe that the
formulated aim fully corresponds to the topic of the research thesis. The stated
tasks complement the framework of the research work, following technologically
the fulfilment of the stated aim. It is noteworthy that to resolve the aim and
objectives an appropriate a toolkit of scientific research methods, correctly
complemented with the technology for their conduct.

Chapter three presents the results of empirical research that aims to
demonstrate the role of camps in talent development in football.

The first strand analyses the organisational components that accompany the
implementation of a football camp. Three camps of the Inter Academy Camp
project are the object. From a scientific and practical point of view, a valuable
resource here is the exposition of the concept of implementing this type of event -
from the origination of the idea, to the accountability of the event. I believe that
here the author could have tied the realization of the Kamp into an overall
organizational model that would have further illustrated the interrelationships and
alignment between the different units in the organization.

In the second strand Georgi Angelov analyses the results of a survey among
96 coaches in Bulgaria.
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Here it is noteworthy that the PhD student has taken into account the
recommendations made during the discussion in an extended scientific collegium
and has supplemented the analysis with statistical indicators - Pearson's x2
criterion, guarantee probability. However, the conclusions that have been drawn
from the bivariate distributions of the traits sound too prescriptive; they are not tied
to an attempt to discover the reasons for the presence or absence of such differences.

In the third strand of the analysis, the opinion of another significant target
group was sought and analysed - parents of children participating in football
camps. Hence the question [ would like to raise for discussion.

In the fourth and final section, the model for football camp management is
presented, based on the author's expertise and the research and analysis carried
out.

In chapter four, the conclusions (5 in number) and recommendations (3 in
number) are a natural conclusion to the overall research work. The conclusions
adequately reflect the results obtained from the research tasks.

IV. Critical comments, questions and recommendations

There are no significant criticisms or suggestions, except as described above,
but these do not alter the overall satisfaction with the well-formed and structured
paper. No plagiarism was noted.

This dissertation supports the thesis that one of the main purposes of
football camps is to develop talent. The findings that you make in the third strand
of analysis, a survey of parents, is that for the target group of 15+ (football athletes)
these events are not of particular interest to them. How then will they help to
develop football talent in this target group?

V. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

The contributions of the dissertation submitted for my opinion can be
differentiated in the following aspects:

1.Contributions in theoretical aspect - the author subjects the concept of
football camps as a platform for co-creation of utility value to an in-depth analysis.
In addition to this main contribution, the PhD thesis reveals basic specifications of
football camps by using the toolbox of sports marketing.

2. Contributions in theoretical and applied aspect - without a doubt the main
contribution of the dissertation is the proposed model for football camp
management. Its application in practice would with high probability contribute to
the improvement of the management of this type of events.
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VI. Conclusion

In conclusion, as a result of my own scientific research, I would like to point
out that this work is undeniably significant for theory and practice. On the basis of
the foregoing, it is with conviction that I propose to the distinguished members of
the scientific jury to cast their positive vote for the awarding the educational and
scientific degree of “PhD” to Georgi Emilov Angelov.
