I. Relevance, structure, and content of the dissertation.

The thematic focus of the dissertation and the issues examined within it have an undeniable, current,
contemporary, and socio-cultural impact.

The significance is further enhanced by Bulgaria's geopolitical location and the conflicts stemming
from it, which have a direct and indirect influence on Bulgaria's regional security.

The dissertation work consists of 192 pages, including an introduction and four interconnected main
chapters, a bibliography of 149 literature sources, 50 in Cyrillic and 99 in Latin script, as well as five
appendices.

Regarding the structure, content, logical presentation, and methodological orientation, the work
meets the established requirements and the prevailing regulatory framework.

Throughout the entire process, no violations of formal or other nature have been identified, including
exceeding acceptable standards or forms of plagiarism.

In the first chapter, a comprehensive sportological analysis is carried out on the evolutionary
development of golf, its emergence and development both in Bulgaria and on a global scale.

The theoretical framework of the problem analyses and examines the rules, ethics, and norms of
behavior in golf. The concept of corporate social responsibility, social integration, social inclusion, security
and insecurity are interpreted as key terms.

Based on the comprehensive study undertaken, a well-formulated, structurally and conceptually
sound working hypothesis is established.

Through the sportological analysis of the literature review, the doctoral candidate demonstrates the
necessary consistency, systematic approach, in-depth understanding, and expert-professional qualities,
encompassing the specialized range of the examined issues.

In the second chapter, the objectives, tasks, scope, methodology, and organization of the research
are correctly defined, systematized, formulated, and presented.

Four research tasks are properly formulated and derived for the achievement of the strategic
objective.

In order to effectively apply the methodology in the research and obtain more objective results,
diverse, standardized, and informative methods were used, such as structural-content analysis, S.W.O.T
analysis, the Delphi method for long-term forecasting, survey research, and others.

In the third chapter, "Analysis of the Results," the doctoral student conducts an in-depth analysis of
the researched and collected data in the dissertation using reliable mathematical and statistical methods. The
discussed tasks and applied methodology fully correlate with the theme of the dissertation. The section is
illustrated with an adequate number of figures and tables that visually represent the significant
similarities/differences between the responses of different groups of respondents regarding the
implementation of predictive models of future development and phenomena examined in the study.



In the fourth chapter, eight conclusions and eleven recommendations are correctly presented, which
correspond to the scientific and applied contributions and can be synthesized and integrated.

The dissertation work undoubtedly has certain contributory aspects, and among the main ones, we
can highlight:

s The theoretical framework has been enriched through a sportological analysis of the social
significance and public role of golf as a sport for active leisure, entertainment, social integration, and
catalyzing processes of economic and societal regional and national development.

« Through the developed specialized methodology, good practices for sports organizations have been
analyzed, allowing for the identification of successful and rational methods, techniques, and
processes in practice, as well as initiatives and policies in Europe and beyond.

% An assessment system for potential risk factors that could potentially threaten all participants in the
sports competition process and other socially significant interests has been analyzed and developed.

« Based on shared experience, analysis, and synthesis of the obtained results and survey research,
measures and a algorithm of activities for security and safety have been derived in the form of a
protocol for organizing public or sports events by golf clubs in Bulgaria.

CONCLUSION:

The examined development provokes significant interest through its innovativeness and practical
applicability, and we can consider it as a scientific-educational product regarding its conceptual,
methodological, and content dimensions.

The doctoral candidate demonstrates high professional erudition and competencies, and through
developed expertise, manages to uncover and analyze scientific facts, events, and certain regularities. This
gives me grounds to give my positive assessment and recommend to the esteemed scientific jury to award
Ivaylo Spasov Zdravkov with the degree of "Doctor" in the doctoral program "Theory and Methodology of
Sports Science".
