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1. Relevance and significance of the research

Sport is one of the most significant phenomena from the creation of the
world to the present day. Its importance has increased in recent centuries and
especially, at the modern stage of world development. In addition, this question is
also a challenge from the point of view of the physical condition of the population
of each country. The interest in sports as a phenomenon fully applies to golf. In this
sense, the need for scientific research on this topic is completely relevant and
justified.

This makes the consideration of the genesis circumstantial and raises the
level of the work.

It is emphasized that golf is played all over the world, making it a global
sport. This statement is supported by the number of golf courses, with an emphasis
on the regions where this sport is practiced the most. Important to the work is
emphasizing the fact that this game originated in the state of Scotland.

The historical overview of the origin and development of golf, as a sport,
contributes to the subsequent exposition, dedicated to some of its aspects and,
above all, an analysis of the results of the research.

In accordance with the scope of the dissertation research, the essence and
peculiarities of this sport are emphasized, and it is unequivocally emphasized that
international standards have been established in the game of golf. Following these

rules is called golf etiquette. It emphasizes that etiquette is an integral part of the
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game, defining the core values of golf. It has been noted that the specifics of this
sport define it as a gentleman's sport.

Attention has been paid to the fact that this sport is one of the most
popular in the world, and it greatly supports personal development, by developing
skills such as concentration, coordination and manners of behavior. The doctoral
student rightly emphasizes the statement that not only the motor activity of the
individual is important, but also a number of other qualities, as can be seen. It refers
to discipline, honesty and respect for the opponent. The ability to work in a team is
also important. This further emphasizes the importance of the game and the level of
its representatives.

Special attention is paid to the characteristic of golf as a sport. More
specifically, it's about the fact that this is a sport where the word "respect” is placed
on a pedestal and respected by everyone who practices it. Respect for the course,
which means that the golf course should be left as you want to find it. Also
illustrated is the respect for colleagues in this game, which should be expressed in
being calm and polite. This also applies to teammates, friends and club members.

Most important, however, is respect for the very philosophy and idea of the sport
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called golf. It is necessary to know its rules, etiquette and norms of behavior. It is
noted that amateur golf is played without the supervision of umpires or a referee.
The game relies on the integrity of the individual to show other players how to take
care of the course itself and how to abide by those rules. In this regard, all players
must demonstrate courtesy and respect at all times, whether playing for pleasure or
participating in competition, thus demonstrating the spirit of the game of golf of
integrity, sportsmanship, respect, ethics and morality .

Considerable space is also devoted to other features of this game, such as
the fact that it is a game of honor. This statement of the doctoral student is
supported by a number of circumstances surrounding golf.

It is important to emphasize that in its development, golf has transformed
from an amateur to a professional sport. Last but not least, we will note that the
doctoral student devoted a lot of space to the development of this game outside the
European continent. The emergence and development of this sport in our country
occupies a central place in the research. A number of details are also indicated.

In this connection, a number of concepts related to the game of golf are
also given place in this part, which complement not only the subject of the work,
but also the general good impression of the qualities of the study.

In accordance with the subject of the work, relevant reasoned summaries,
conclusions and recommendations have been made, which can serve as a basis for
increasing not only the level of awareness regarding the sport - golf, but also the
responsibility of golf clubs for optimizing the regional security of our country.

Chapter three is dedicated to the main issues related to the analysis of the
results in relation to the research done and the analysis made on this basis. The
main role of each of the questions and answers is highlighted fragmentarily, and the

corresponding differentiated analysis is also made.
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It should be noted that on the basis of this analysis, the author made a
number of proposals relevant to both the sport and the behavior of its
representatives.

As with other similar studies, the combination of theory with the
organization of work is a good example for all researchers, regardless of the subject
under consideration. This is because it gives an overall picture of an activity.

A number of problems are also brought to the attention of specialists, to
whom interesting solutions are offered, with a view to improving the organization
of work. In itself, this represents a clear demonstration of knowledge on the
relevant topic, but also opportunities for the presentation of the obtained results in
the research.

At the end of each chapter, detailed summaries, conclusions and
recommendations are made, with a view to improving the organization of work
related to the game of golf. This also applies to the conclusions and
recommendations at the end of the work.

3. Scientific and applied contributions to the research
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3.1. Scientific contributions and proposals:

* The first, and at the same time a very significant contribution, is the linking
of sport with security in general and with that of athletes in particular. This
new understanding of the relationship between security and sport gives the
research a very high level of significance and contributes to the fulfillment of
the duties of both athletes and security sector officials. This qualitative new
understanding and change in the attitude towards the problem called security
gives the specialists in this field the opportunity to rethink their views on the
relationship between sport as a type of activity and the security of facilities
and athletes.

 The necessity of rethinking the safety measures existing in our country, of
the athletes and especially their life and health, as well as in the adjacent
infrastructure, is argued. As the doctoral student himself notes, security
activities should be considered as an essential element of the overall
organization of sports events.

3.2. Applied Contributions:

* The most significant contribution in the field of practical-applied ones is the
proposal for a conceptual change at the strategic level, of the views on the
responsibility regarding safety during sports events. This in turn raises the
question of the level of suitability of the security system, in general and in
particular of the employees of this sector employed to provide security at
these events. It is important to note that this proposal is made on the basis of
the research work carried out, which is expressed in both questionnaire
research and content analysis. Emphasis is placed on direct responsibilities,
and in an unequivocal way a place is also allocated to the possibilities for the

implementation of the organization in terms of the security of all participants
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in a given sports event. When it comes to golf competitions, this process is
more difficult considering the perimeter, for security. Important for the work
is the differentiation of commitments regarding the sporting event and those
related to the security of the site and the participants.

 The need for the introduction and application of rules regarding the
responsibilities of the participants in sports events has been proven. More
specifically, it is a matter of responsibility in relation to the sporting event
itself and that of security in the site and the persons, including the guests.
According to the doctoral student, setting higher standards in this direction is
mandatory.

» Asking the question of risk assessment and management is also a very
important question of importance for the research done, which we can
attribute to the contributions, mainly of a practical-applied nature. This also
applies to highlighting and individual responsibilities of event participants.
The importance of the body performing the risk assessment is also
emphasized.

 The offering of groups of security management activities, at number three,
further highlights the PhD student's affinity for this issue, which has become
an issue in recent years. It is about activities related to guaranteeing and
optimizing security and safety, during the various stages of a given event -
before organizing the event, during the sports event and after the end of the
sports event. The need to develop options for action, in the different
situations that the author of the study proposes to be combined in protocols,
is rightly emphasized.

* | define the proposal of a protocol with included activities in different

situations as the most important practical-applied contribution in the
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research. Moreover, | offer it to the practical performers and especially the
organizers of such events, which can be achieved by promoting the work.

5. Opinion on the presence of plagiarism

My first recommendation is related to the need to publish and thus
popularize the work. This will make even more meaningful the results of the
research and will allow for its wide application, the recommendations proposed in
the work, with a view to improving the organization of work in conducting golf
competitions.

The second, in future research and publications, | recommend not to go
excessively outside the subject of the work. Sticking to the subject makes the study
tight and helps to focus on the identified problems.

The research submitted for defense is obviously the doctoral student's
personal work. The obtained results are the result of the author's knowledge and
skills in collecting and analyzing the available information. This is helped by his

knowledge of the researched topic, which in turn allows him to link theory with
