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1. Information on the Procedure

The current procedure for public defense was initiated by Order No. ZP-520 of the
Rector of the NSA, dated 03.06.2025. The dissertation thesis was reviewed and approved
for defense at a meeting of the extended scientific council of the department of
Management and History of Sport, held pursuant to Order No. ZP-355 1255, dated
22.04.2025. The doctoral candidate has submitted all necessary documents in accordance
with the regulatory requirements of the National Sports Academy "Vassil Levski." The
thesis is accompanied by two scientific publications on the topic - one as a single author
and one co-authored. The abstract is prepared according to the requirements and
objectively reflects the content of the dissertation.

2. Personal Data and Competence of the Doctoral Candidate

The doctoral candidate, Desislava Peycheva, possesses a solid academic
background, including a bachelor's degree in "Economics and Business" from UNWE
(2016) and a master’s degree in "Sports Business Management" from the International
University of Monaco (2018). Key to her competence on the topic researched is her
practical experience. Her professional career in the field of sports marketing in "Formula
1" began as early as 2018 in partnership with the Williams F1 team. Subsequently, she
has worked for leading specialized agencies such as Right Formula (May 2020 - July
2024) and Wasserman (since September 2024). This career path provides the
dissertation with a valuable practical perspective and an in-depth understanding of the
industry.

Also important for the presented work is Ms. Peycheva's sports biography. She is
a World Cup winner and a medalist from the World Championships in aesthetic group
gymnastics, which attests to qualities such as discipline, ambition, and leadership,
undoubtedly contributing to the high level of the presented scientific research.

3. Relevance and Significance of the Presented Work

The presented dissertation thesis explores a topic that is notably new to the
scientific community in Bulgaria. The author examines the intersection of sustainable
development strategies and the complex dynamics of sponsorship relations in one of the
most popular and globally recognized sports - "Formula 1," which has an audience
exceeding 1.9 billion people. Against the backdrop of a growing global focus on
sustainability, understanding how these principles are integrated into the sport's
commercial ecosystem is of key importance. The dissertation correctly notes that the very
concept of sustainable development often contains internal tensions and potential



contradictions, especially in attempts to simultaneously achieve economic, social, and
environmental goals. In the context of "Formula 1" - a sport characterized by high
technology, significant financial flows, and a global footprint - the research is not only
timely but also necessary for outlining future responsible practices.

The dissertation is structured according to established practices for scientific
works. It is developed in a volume of 224 pages and is illustrated with 14 tables and 29
figures. The bibliography is impressive and includes a total of 270 sources, the vast
majority of which are in Latin script, which is entirely understandable given the specifics
of the topic. This provides a broad and contemporary theoretical and practical basis for
research.

4. Analysis of the Content and Structure of the Dissertation
4.1. Chapter One: "Theoretical and Conceptual Foundations of the
Dissertation”

The first chapter of the dissertation is ambitiously developed and represents a
broad and multifaceted theoretical foundation for the subsequent research. Spanning
over 70 pages, the author demonstrates an impressive command of literature and
expertise on the topic, successfully structuring the exposition into three main areas: the
specifics of "Formula 1" as an institutional and business phenomenon; the essence and
dimensions of the concept of sustainable development in sport; and the theoretical-
applied aspects of sponsorship.

It is particularly valuable that the doctoral candidate does not limit herself to a
descriptive approach but applies and synthesizes several key theoretical frameworks for
analysis, including:

e Stakeholder Theory, used to define the complex network of actors in F1;

¢ Institutional Theory, and more specifically the concept of institutional isomorphism,
which explains how organizations adopt similar practices under external pressure; as
well as

e The Resource-Based View applied to the analysis of sponsorship as a strategic
resource for achieving a competitive advantage.

This multi-theoretical approach allows the problem to be examined from
different, complementary perspectives and successfully identifies the key conceptual
conflict arising from the essence of the topic - the clash between the ideological and moral
imperatives of sustainable development and the commercial motives that drive
sponsorship.

Alongside its theoretical depth, the chapter is extremely dense with information.
[t is written in a precise and academic language, but at times, there is a tendency towards
complex phrasing and the use of a significant number of foreign words and specialized
terms, often adopted directly from English-language literature. While a large part of these
terms is established in the respective scientific fields, their frequency could create an
impression of unnecessarily burdening the text.

Despite this stylistic note, Chapter One correctly presents appropriate theoretical
propositions and builds a solid foundation for the empirical part of the dissertation.

4.2. Chapter Two

The second chapter of Desislava Peycheva's dissertation effectively presents the
research design intended to answer the questions posed in the first chapter. The research
problem is convincingly defined, highlighting the lack of in-depth research on the
relationship between sustainable development and sponsorship in "Formula 1." The



research thesis is logically derived and suggests that the study will contribute to a better
understanding and improvement of sponsorship practices in the context of sustainability.
The main goal of the dissertation is clearly stated - to study and analyze the relationship
between the manifestations of the concept of sustainable development and sponsorship
relations in "F1." The six research tasks derived from it are specific, measurable, and
consistently aimed at achieving this goal. The scope, subject, and object of the research
are also correctly defined.

The choice of methodology is entirely adequate for the complex nature of the
research. The author has opted for a wide range of qualitative and quantitative methods,
among which stand out participant observation, case studies, semi-structured and
focused interviews, content analysis, and a survey. Particularly impressive is the scope of
the empirical research, which includes interviews with senior managers from 6 of the 10
teams currently participating in the championship. Methods for statistical processing of
parametric and non-parametric data (SPSS, NVIVO) have also been applied. A high level
of critical thinking and awareness of potential weaknesses is demonstrated, with
limitations such as restricted access to certain key figures or the smaller number of
sponsors covered being noted.

Overall, the methodological framework is solid and provides confidence that the
collected data are sufficient to achieve the goals of the dissertation.

4.3. Chapter Three

Chapter Three - "Analysis of the Results of the Empirical Research" is the most
substantial part of Desislava Peycheva's dissertation, as it presents and analyzes the
results of the conducted empirical research. It is logically structured into five sections,
each examining a specific aspect of the interaction between sustainable development,
"Formula 1," and sponsorship relations.

The first section presents an analysis of the practical application of sustainability
in the context of "Formula 1." The initiatives in "Formula 1" towards the 17 UN
Sustainable Development Goals are systematized (Table 5). Specific examples of
initiatives are provided, and areas where the company has limited or no involvement are
identified.

The second section presents an institutional framework and tools for guiding
collective action to implement sustainable policies. A classification of stakeholders is
proposed. A perceptive analysis of the external and internal sources of influence for
implementing sustainability policies is made.

The third section of the results analysis focuses on the practical manifestation of
the imposition of sustainable development principles in the sponsorship policies of
"Formula 1." This section is rich in data and information on the sustainability strategies
of the company and the individual teams, on social aspects, especially gender equality and
pay, and on the interpretations of the concept of "sustainability” by managers, which
illustrates the subjective nature of the concept.

The next section addresses the concept of sustainability from the perspective of
sponsors in "Formula 1." The section provides valuable and detailed data from a survey
of 26 sponsoring companies. A key finding is that sustainability is not a leading criterion
in measuring the effects of sponsorship for most companies, and that sustainability
experts are often isolated from the decision-making process for sponsorship. The fact that
companies from key sectors (energy, automotive) did not participate in the study also
speaks to this.



In the final, fifth section, the doctoral candidate presents criteria and indicators
for planning and monitoring the effects of the practical implementation of sponsorship
programs related to sustainable development. This is also a significant original
contribution of the dissertation, offering a specific and detailed framework (Table 14) for
integrating sustainable development goals into the sponsorship programs in "F1." It is
well-structured, linked to the UN Goals and the four dimensions of sustainability, and
offers concrete ideas for activations, indicators, and sample partnership assets.

Overall, Chapter Three is the strongest part of the dissertation, demonstrating the
author's ability to collect, analyze, and interpret a rich empirical material. The language
remains academic and dense, but the presence of tables, figures, and quotes from
interviews improves readability. Key findings are frankly presented, even when they are
inconvenient - such as the fact that sustainability is not a leading criterion in measuring
the effects of sponsorship for most companies, and that sustainability experts are often
isolated from the decision-making process.

4.4. Conclusions and Recommendations

Chapter Four of Desislava Peycheva's dissertation, titled "Conclusions and
Recommendations," synthesizes the research results and outlines future directions for
both science and practice. The conclusions are clearly structured, with each linked to one
of the six research tasks defined in Chapter Two. This facilitates tracking the achievement
of the dissertation's objectives. Overall, the conclusions are a logical consequence of the
analysis of the theoretical framework and, most importantly, the empirical data. They
correctly summarize key findings related to the F1 business model, the complex nature
of sustainable development, and its limited integration into sponsorship practices.

The recommendations are a logical extension of the conclusions and the gaps in
scientific knowledge identified in the dissertation. They point to relevant future research
directions, such as a more in-depth study of the relationship between corporate SD
strategies and sponsorship relations, research on sponsorships based on shared values,
and the expansion of research to other sports. The practical recommendations are aimed
at the problems identified in the research but are formulated quite generally. Some of
them are directed generally at "F1 teams" and "F1 sponsors," rather than at specific teams
or units within companies responsible for their implementation. They also clearly outline
what needs to be done, but focus less on how exactly to overcome the existing barriers
(e.g., prevailing financial priorities, lack of capacity) that the dissertation itself reveals.

Despite these notes, which open up a field for discussion, Chapter Four
successfully summarizes the results achieved and outlines the significance of the
research.

5. Questions for the Doctoral Candidate

In connection with the findings made in the thesis, I would like to ask the doctoral
candidate the following question:

In your dissertation, you excellently reveal how institutional pressure prompts
companies to adopt sustainability policies. Beyond this external pressure, what arguments,
if any, could a manager use to convince their management that investing in sustainability is
not just an obligation, but a strategic advantage that brings real value?

6. Main Contributions and Conclusion
The main scientific-theoretical and applied contributions of the dissertation can
be summarized in the following areas:



The work fills an existing gap in Bulgarian sports science regarding the study of
aspects of sustainable development and their practical manifestation in sponsorship
relations, especially since the research was conducted in the specific and complex
context of "Formula 1."
Through in-depth empirical analysis, the main organizational mechanisms
(dominance of financial logic, institutional pressure, etc.) that maintain the gap
between declared sustainability goals and actual sponsorship practices in "Formula
1" are revealed and explained.
An original model of high practical value is proposed (Table 14), which can serve as a
guide for planning and evaluating sponsorship programs in the context of
sustainability. The framework successfully bridges the gap between abstract
sustainability goals and the concrete marketing realities in sport.

In conclusion, the dissertation thesis of Desislava Peycheva represents complete,

in-depth, and original scientific research that is distinguished by the relevance of its topic,
methodological precision, rich empirical material, and significant scientific-applied
contributions. The author demonstrates not only an excellent knowledge of theoretical
foundations but also a unique expertise stemming from her direct professional
experience in the industry.

The stylistic notes and recommendations made during the discussions do not

diminish the high scientific value of the work. In view of the above, I give my positive
assessment with full conviction and propose to the esteemed members of the scientific
jury to award Desislava Georgieva Peycheva the educational and scientific degree of
"Doctor” in professional field 7.6 Sport, doctoral program "Theory and Methodology of
Sports Science."
