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In the context of modern global dynamics, sustainable development has emerged as a
key strategic priority across numerous industries, including professional sport. Formula 1, as
one of the most globalized, high-tech, and resource-intensive sports brands, is increasingly
subject to public, institutional, and corporate pressure to align its operational and
communication practices with sustainability principles. In this regard, the commitment to
achieving carbon neutrality by 2030 sets a strategic framework that shapes the transformation
of various aspects of Formula 1’s activities, including its partnerships and sponsorship
relations.

Traditionally, sponsorship in Formula 1 has been based on commercial interests, global
media exposure, and high marketing value. However, in the past decade, there has been a clear
shift toward partnerships grounded in shared values, environmental and social responsibility,
and long-term strategic compatibility between the involved parties.

The present dissertation explores two highly dynamic aspects of contemporary
managerial and communication practices—sustainable development and sports marketing.
Amidst growing societal expectations and corporate commitments toward sustainability, new
forms of sponsorship relations are emerging, including so-called green sponsorships—
sponsorships aimed at promoting environmentally responsible and socially meaningful
policies. These developments necessitate deeper scientific investigation and assessment,
particularly within globally influential international sports structures such as Formula 1.

Despite increasing academic interest in sustainability in sport, there remains a notable
lack of empirical and analytical studies focusing specifically on Formula 1 as an object of
sustainable transformation. In response, the present dissertation seeks to address this research
gap by developing an analytical model for examining the interrelations between sustainable
strategies and sponsorship practices within the context of Formula 1. This makes the
dissertation topic both timely and highly relevant.

The dissertation titled “The Impact of Sustainable Development Strategies on
Sponsorship Relations in Formula 1 “comprises 220 pages, structured into four chapters, and
includes 29 figures and 14 tables. A total of 260 references and documentary sources have been
cited—6 in Cyrillic and 254 in Latin script. The content is distributed across four
interconnected chapters: Theoretical and conceptual foundations; Research methodology;
Analysis of empirical results; and Conclusions and recommendations.

The primary objective of the dissertation is to examine and analyze the relationship
between the implementation of the sustainable development concept in corporate strategies,
policies, and practices and its influence on sponsorship relations in Formula 1.

Chapter One presents a literature review and analyses related to the nature of
sustainable development within the context of sport theory and practice. It forms the theoretical
basis of the study and introduces the conceptual framework of sustainability in sports. The



chapter traces the evolution of the concept of “sustainable development”—from its origins in
global politics and academic literature to its specific applications and interpretations in the
sports industry. Emphasis is placed on the core dimensions of sustainability—environmental,
economic, and social—and their integration into the management and strategic development of
sports organizations.

The chapter includes an overview of leading theoretical perspectives, models, and
approaches to sustainability in sport, encompassing regulatory frameworks and best practices.
It examines the role of sport as a tool for achieving sustainable goals, as well as the challenges
and limitations of implementing sustainable strategies.

Special attention is given to the application of sustainability within Formula 1,
highlighting the specific challenges and opportunities for responsible development. This lays
the theoretical foundation for further analysis of Formula 1 as a case study.

The second major focus of Chapter One concerns the theoretical and applied aspects of
sponsorship within Formula 1, particularly its transformation under the influence of sustainable
development. The chapter explores how the integration of sustainability principles reshapes
partner selection, communication strategies, and relationship-building. This theoretical
exploration underpins the empirical analysis that follows and establishes a framework for
understanding how sustainability is redefining sponsorship paradigms in Formula 1 and
enabling new forms of collaboration between sports entities and their partners.

A key contribution of Chapter One is the construction of a robust theoretical and
conceptual base for the study, while also identifying gaps in the literature and the need for
empirical analysis of sponsorship relations in Formula 1 from a sustainability perspective.

Chapter Two introduces the research problem and thesis, outlining the aims and
objectives of the study. These guide the overall research design and methodology. The author
combines qualitative and quantitative methods, enabling a multidimensional view of the
research problem aligned with the set objectives. The methods are well-chosen for the topic
and are clearly described. They include case studies, semi-structured interviews, an online
questionnaire survey, and content analysis.

Chapter Three presents, analyzes, and interprets the empirical research results. The
data are statistically processed, allowing the author to track the dynamics of sustainability goal
implementation and Formula 1’s contribution in this regard. The chapter successfully analyzes
trends in the formation and maintenance of sponsorship relations in light of the sustainable
development concept.

The empirical findings are well-illustrated through various analytical tools that support
clear and well-grounded interpretations of the data. The use of both qualitative and quantitative
methods, including interviews with key stakeholders, secondary data analysis, and case studies
from real practice, provides a comprehensive view of the issues explored in the dissertation.

These results are presented through figures and tables that enhance understanding of
key aspects and facilitate the interpretation of the interrelations between sustainable strategies
and sponsorship practices in Formula 1. Real-world examples of sponsorship partnerships are
also included, serving to contextualize broader theoretical concepts and conclusions. The
findings are connected to practical business and social implications, offering important insights
for both the sport and its corporate sponsors.

Chapter Four outlines conclusions and recommendations that are fully aligned with
the aims and objectives of the research. These conclusions logically stem from the empirical
findings and theoretical framework established in previous chapters.

The chosen methodological approach, which directly aligns with each of the research
tasks, not only supports successful realization of the study's aims but also enhances the
systematization and understanding of the connections between theoretical concepts and
practical applications. As a result, the outcomes are integrated into the practical needs of sports



organizations in Formula 1 and the business sector, while emphasizing their academic
significance.

The conclusions provide insights into the current state of sponsorship in Formula 1 and
offer guidance for its future development through the application of sustainable strategies and
innovations. The recommendations propose specific actions for stakeholders in the sponsorship
process—both Formula 1 teams and business partners—aimed at fostering more effective and
sustainable partnerships.
