| Information about the competition, biographical details, and
professional activity of the candidate

The competition for the position of "Professor" was announced in the State
Gazette, issue 96/11.11.2025. One candidate participated in the competition -
Assoc. Prof. Todor Zhelyazkov Marinov, PhD, who meets the requirements of
Article 29 of Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria. The competition procedure was conducted correctly, without any
violations.

Assoc. Prof. Marinov graduated in 2004 with a bachelor's degree from the
National Sports Academy "Vasil Levski" with two specializations: "Physical
Education Teacher" and "Aikido Coach,” and the following year he obtained a
master's degree in "Sports in School and Leisure Time." In 2007, he became an
assistant professor at the NSA, Department of Physical Education Theory. Seven
years later, he obtained his PhD degree after defending his dissertation on "A
Model for Specialized Training of Students for Survival in Disaster Situations." He
has been an associate professor since 2016. He previously served as head of the
Department of Theory of Physical Education, and is presently the Deputy Dean of
the Faculty of Pedagogy.

Currently, Assoc. Prof. Marinov teaches theory and methodology of physical
education to bachelor's and master's degree students, as well as to postgraduate
students at the National Sports Academy "Vasil Levski." He is a member of the
Academic Council and marketing manager at the Center for Postgraduate
Qualification, where he actively participates in the development of educational
documentation. He is a functional expert on the Ministry of Education and
Science's "Student Internships — Phase 2" project. He is a member of the Academic
Council and the Faculty Council of Pedagogy at the National Sports Academy.



The candidate's successful professional activity is undoubtedly due to his
solid theoretical background and professional experience, his positive personal and
professional qualities — sociability and communicativeness, erudition and
competence, diplomacy, etc.

Il Scientific works and contributions

For his participation in the competition for "Professor," Assoc. Prof. Todor
Marinov presents a total of 28 scientific works, including: 1 monograph; 1 book
based on a defended dissertation; 1 university textbook; 4 articles in indexed
scientific publications; 20 articles in non-peer-reviewed journals; 1 teaching aid for
the school educational system. Regarding his authorship in these publications, he is
the sole author in 9 of them, while the rest are co-authored. He has presented 19
citations, 4 of which are in peer-reviewed and indexed scientific publications and
15 in monographs. In addition, the candidate has indicated participation in a total
of 10 national and international educational and scientific projects. He has
demonstrated his scientific activity by supervising 3 successfully defended PhD
students and 4 master's students.

In this way, Assoc. Prof. Marinov fully meets the scientometric
requirements of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria, its regulations and the Regulations for acquiring the scientific degree
of "Doctor of Science" and for occupying academic positions at the NSA "Vasil
Levski."

The rich output presented by the candidate speaks eloquently of the high
level of scientific activity, focused mainly in four areas, between which there is a
certain degree of integration: 1. Theory and methodology of physical education
[B.3(1), G.6(1), G.6(2), G.7(1), G.7(2), G.7(3), G.7(4), G.7(8), G.7(9), G.7(12),
E.20(1), E.20(2)]; 2. Psychological indicators and characteristics in physical
education and sports [G.6(3), G.6(4), G.7(6), G.7(7), G.7(16), G.7(19), G.7(20)]; 3.
Theory and methodology of preparedness and survival in disaster situations
[G.5(1), G.7(5), G.7(10), G.7(13), G.7(14), G.7(15)]; 4. Others [G.7(11), G.7(17),
G.7(18)].

Based on the analysis of all publications in these areas, the contributions to
the scientific output of Assoc. Prof. Marinov can be summarized as follows:

First. The monograph "Fundamentals of Physical Education: Theory and
Methodology,” as well as some of the other publications, clarifies from a
systematic point of view the contemporary structure, purpose, and functions of
physical education in the Bulgarian educational system. An analysis is made of the
main factors that support the system: legal and regulatory, scientific and
methodological, human resources, material and technical, medical, and other
support. Eight key challenges of exceptional importance to physical education in
the education system are identified [B.3(1), G.7(9), E.20(1), etc.].

Second. A contemporary analysis has been made and the methodological
foundations of physical education as a school subject have been enriched,



including the methods of teaching and implementing motor activity in various
sports — athletics, gymnastics, basketball, volleyball, handball, and soccer, in
accordance with the age of the students and the requirements of the curricula
[B.3(1), G.7(9), E.20(1), etc.].

Third. The foundations of students' physical abilities, including their control
and assessment, are enriched with a theoretical and practical focus. A detailed
description of students' motor skills and their manifestation in terms of age is
provided, as well as the methodology for developing physical qualities. The
relationship between school physical education and children's and youth sports,
selection and recruitment is clarified. Some publications put forward specific
proposals regarding the need to update the assessment standards for students in
accordance with their level of fitness. [V.3(1), G.6(2), G.7(1), G.7(2), G.7(12),
etc.].

Fourth. With a practical focus, serious attention is paid to methodological
approaches and their tools for conducting scientific research in school physical
education. Specific guidelines for planning and conducting scientific research are
provided [B.3(1), E.20 (1), etc.].

Fifth. Complementary studies have been conducted, reflecting important
psychological indicators and characteristics of pupils and students. Various aspects
have been identified in this regard: attitudes towards sport among students, future
physical education teachers, and young people deprived of parental care; attitudes
towards sportsmanship, emotional intelligence of NSA students; the influence of
practicing different sports on ways of responding to conflicts, self-regulation
among karate competitors; stress management strategies among yoga practitioners,
etc. [G.6(1), G.6(4), G7(6), G.7(7), G.7(8), G7(19), G.7(20), etc.].

Sixth. The publications in the third research area, led by the book
"Specialized Training for Students for Survival in Disaster Situations," are a
continuation of the candidate's defended dissertation. They enrich the theory and
practice of human survival, specifically that of students in disaster and crisis
situations. They propose tested means and methods of physical education and sport
for the formation of mental, physical, technical, and tactical readiness for survival
[G.5(1), G7(5), G7(10), G7(13), G7(14), and G7(15), etc.].

Although somewhat unrelated to the contributions mentioned above, there
are three more publications that complement the integrative nature of Assoc. Prof.
Marinov's research topics [G.7(11), G.7(17), G.7(18)]. No texts that have been
used incorrectly were found in the works.

I11 Conclusion

Based on the above, | believe that Assoc. Prof. Todor Zhelyazkov Marinov,
PhD, fully meets the requirements of the competition for "Professor" announced in
State Gazette No. 96/11.11.2025, pursuant to Articles 4 and 29 of the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, Articles 2 and 60
of the Regulations for the Implementation of the Act on the Development of the



Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for Acquiring the
Academic Degree of "Doctor of Science" and for Occupying Academic Positions
at the National Sports Academy "Vasil Levski".
