L. Information about the doctoral student
Antonio Velikov was born on 07.02.1995.
His educational profile is proof of his desire for development. Antonio has completed all levels
of higher education at the National Sports Academy "Vassil Levski":
e Master's degree in Sports Management (2019) - National Sports Academy "Vassil Levski",
Faculty of Sports.
o Bachelor's degree in Football (2014-2018) — National Sports Academy "Vassil Levski",
Faculty of Sport.
His professional career has focused on the development of youth football and school sports in
Sofia. His work at (PFC Septemvri Sofia, FA Ares Sofia, FC Dit, FC Nacional, Sofia) has developed
key competencies in the field of football training and control.
His professional profile, combined with his educational achievements, demonstrates consistency
and continuity in his interests, as well as accumulated experience in the field of research. This explains
his choice of topic and creates the necessary conditions for the completion and presentation of a good

scientific work.
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II. Relevance of the dissertation

The presentation of a unified model for managing a football academy requires a comprehensive
consideration of financial sustainability, innovative scouting methods and long-term planning for player
development, including sports infrastructure and human resources. All these areas are of strategic
importance for the development of structures in the field of youth football.

Antonio Velikov's work examines current issues related to strategic planning, resource provision,
career development and qualification of those involved in sport, which undoubtedly make the scientific
study relevant and necessary.

III. Characteristics of the presented dissertation

The dissertation is 124 pages long, plus appendices. It is illustrated with 47 figures and 21 tables.
The work has the typical structure for this type of scientific research — it consists of four chapters.

The first chapter of the presented scientific work offers a consistent theoretical analysis of the
state and management of football academies. The doctoral student has researched key thematic areas (10
in total) that form a stable basis for further empirical research.

The main points of focus in the content are:

Conceptual framework and significance - the author begins by defining the significance of
football academies (I.1) and analyses the critical issues in the development of young talent (I.2),
demonstrating an understanding of the social and sporting functions of these structures.

Methodological approach - particular attention is paid to the modelling method as a tool for
managing the training process (1.3) — a clear indication of the scientific nature of the study.

Comparative analysis - an in-depth review of leading European practices has been carried out,
covering England, Spain, Germany, France, Italy and the Netherlands (1.4). The analysis is expanded to
include a regional context covering the Balkan countries (Greece, Serbia, Croatia, Turkey, Romania)
(L.5), which allows for an objective comparison of the models.

National context - the state of leading academies in Bulgaria (Ludogorets, Levski, CSKA) is
presented in detail (1.6), combined with an analysis of the management of the football system in the
country (L.8).

Management and legal aspects - the work addresses fundamental issues of management and
leadership (I.7) and the legal framework for establishing a club as a non-profit association (1.9).

Chapter Two outlines the characteristics of the scientific research. I believe that the objective

corresponds to the topic of the scientific thesis. I have some reservations about the formulation of
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research tasks. In terms of content, they do not correspond to the scope and depth of a
dissertation. There are conceptual methodological imperfections in defining the object of research. |
would like to clarify that the object in the methodological framework is the subjects studied. The
mathematical and statistical methods are not correctly described.

In the third chapter of the dissertation, the doctoral student presents a detailed analysis of the
collected information, logically linking the theoretical propositions with the practical reality in the
football environment.

The structural focus of the analysis boils down to:

o Empirical study among the coaching staff. The study begins with an analysis of the results of
a questionnaire survey of football coaches (110 people). This allows the practical challenges and
attitudes of the specialists who are directly involved in the training process to be identified. When
illustrating the results, it is unnecessary to duplicate them in tables and graphs. Table 2 is
illogically commented on and does not provide information of scientific value.

o Expert view on management. The interviews conducted are mainly related to the applicability
and effectiveness of the presented management model.

o Strategic diagnosis. An important element of the work is the SWOT analysis (II1.4). Through
it, the doctoral student systematises the strengths and weaknesses, as well as the opportunities
and threats facing football academies, which is a mandatory step towards formulating an
adequate management model. However, the methodology completely fails to clarify the
technology used for the SWOT analysis. What is the profile of the people involved? Do they have
the necessary competences to provide a strategic assessment of the functioning and management
of football academies?

e Designing a management model. / believe that the proposed management model is not
comprehensive enough, focusing solely on staffing. The management of a football academy is far
more diverse and extensive.

In Chapter Four, the conclusions (8 in total) need to be formulated with scientific precision and

accuracy.

IV.  Assessment of contributions
The analytical part of the dissertation demonstrates the doctoral student's ability to use a variety of

research tools, from questionnaires and interviews to statistical methods and strategic planning.
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V. Conclusion
In conclusion, I would like to note that the results of the author's own scientific research represent
a scientific work of significance for theory and practice. Based on the above, I support the awarding of
the degree of Doctor of Science in the professional field 7.6 Sports, doctoral programme "Theory and

Methodology of Sports Science" to Antonio Valeriiev Velikov.
