Grounds for presenting the opinion: participation in the composition of the
scientific jury for the defense of the dissertation, pursuant to Order No. ZP-48/20.01.2026,
issued by the Rector of the National Sports Academy “Vasil Levski”.

1. Information about the doctoral candidate

The doctoral candidate submitted his dissertation for discussion at the department of
“Football and Tennis”, National Sports Academy “Vasil Levski”, in accordance with the
requirements of the Regulations for the Implementation of the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and Order No. ZP-1218/27.11.2025. The initiation
of the procedure for the defense of the dissertation was carried out on the basis of Order No.
ZP-48/20.01.2026 issued by the Rector of the National Sports Academy “Vasil Levski”.

Antonio Velikov is a graduate of the National Sports Academy “Vasil Levski”. In 2018,
he completed his studies at the National Sports Academy “Vasil Levski”, where he graduated
with a bachelor’s degree — “Football Coach”, and subsequently with a master’s degree in
“Sports Management” at the National Sports Academy “Vasil Levski” in 2019. He holds a
postgraduate qualification (PGQ) at the National Sports Academy, which further develops his
competencies in the field of sport. Since 2020, he has been a doctoral student at the department
of “Football and Tennis” in Professional Field 7.6. Sport. His professional experience is directly



related to coaching and organizational activities in football clubs and as a teacher of physical
education and sports at 140 Secondary School “Ivan Bogorov”, which provides a practical
foundation for the research and a good connection between theory and practice.

2. Brief characteristics of the submitted dissertation

The submitted dissertation comprises 129 pages and is structurally organized into three
main chapters, conclusions and recommendations. It is illustrated with 21 tables and 47 figures.
The bibliography includes 100 sources, which indicates good theoretical grounding. The
bibliographic reference covers 100 literature sources, of which 51 in cyrillic, 11 in latin script
and 38 internet sources.

The relevance of the researched problem stems from the increasing strategic role of
football academies in the contemporary sports system. Under conditions of intensified
competition, economic instability and dynamic development of the football industry, academies
— the place where the football product is created — are becoming not only centers for sports
preparation, but also a key managerial and economic resource of clubs. The dissertation offers
not merely a descriptive analysis of existing practices, but a structured concept for
organizational improvement of football academies through the implementation of a unified
management model. This approach has the potential to improve the efficiency of processes,
raise the quality of preparation and create a sustainable mechanism for the development of
young football talents at national level.

The proposed dissertation meets the main requirements for such developments and
includes an introduction, three main chapters, conclusions and recommendations structured in
a fourth chapter, bibliography and appendices.

The theoretical framework covers the problems of the development of young football
talents, the significance of modeling in the management of the training process, international
experience (England, Spain, Germany, France, Italy, the Netherlands), balkan practices, as well
as the specific characteristics of the bulgarian football system. Based on the in-depth literature
review presented in chapter one, the author analyzed 100 literature and documentary sources,
including specialized scientific works, regulatory documents, international models and good
practices from leading european football academies, and formulated a clearly defined working
hypothesis: “Through the implementation of a unified management model of a football
academy, higher operational efficiency and results can be ensured.”

In chapter two, the aim, objectives, methodology and organization of the research are
presented. The aim is clearly formulated and directly related to the development and validation
of a management model of a football academy. The objectives derived from it are logically
consistent and follow the structure of the formulated hypothesis — from theoretical analysis,
through empirical research, to substantiation of the model. The object and subject of the
research are correctly defined.

The research methods used — analysis and synthesis of literature sources, questionnaire
survey among football coaches, expert interviews, correlation analysis and SWOT analysis —
ensure a comprehensive approach and allow the achievement of the set objectives. The
methodological framework demonstrates systematic character, scientific consistency and a
pursuit of objectivity in the interpretation of the results. The conclusions and recommendations
are based on the set objectives and provide a clear answer to the formulated hypothesis. They



are logically connected to the results of the empirical part and outline specific guidelines for
optimizing the management processes in football academies.

Overall, the dissertation demonstrates scientific consistency, logical completeness and
clear orientation towards the practical application of the developed model under the conditions
of the bulgarian football system..

3. Assessment of the obtained scientific and scientifically-applied
results

In the developed work, one of the most significant scientifically-applied results is the
systematic identification and substantiation of the key factors that determine the efficiency of
functioning and the sporting results of the football academy. The author examines the academy
not as a ‘“collection” of teams and coaches, but as an organization with interconnected
processes, in which the quality of each managerial and sports-pedagogical component directly
influences the final result: development of players, their realization and sustainability of the
system.

In essence, effectiveness is presented as a function of four mutually complementary
factors: unified methodology of work, selection and recruitment, control and analysis, staffing
and organizational provision. There is a direct cause-and-effect relationship between them —
weakness in one element compromises the others, and strong development of one element
without synchronization with the others leads to short-term results.

4. Assessment of the scientific and scientifically-applied contributions

Following analysis of the submitted dissertation, the following scientific and
scientifically-applied contributions may be formulated, which have both theoretical and
practical value in the field of management of football academies:

e A concept of the football academy as an integrated management system is
presented. This systemic interpretation represents a theoretical contribution, as
it introduces a holistic approach to the management of processes in youth
football..

e The relationship between the modeling approach and the manageability of the
training process is established, which provides scientific substantiation of the
developed management model.

e The most significant contribution of the work is the creation of a structural-
functional model for management of a football academy, which is logically
structured and practically applicable, thus giving it high applied value..

e A substantial contribution is the development of practical guidelines for
implementation of the model in chapter three of the dissertation.

5. Assessment of the publications related to the dissertation



Three publications are presented. The three publications are co-authored and are related
to the topic of the dissertation. The submitted publications fully meet the requirements for
development of the academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria..
