Data about the doctoral student

The choice of the problem developed by the doctoral student is not accidental.
Antonio Velikov is a long-time football player and football coach. He graduated from the
Bachelor’s degree of the National Sports Academy “V. Levski”, with the acquired professional

qualification “Football coach”, and then the Master’s degree (sports management).



Quite naturally, his work is related to his favorite sport - from 2016 to the present
day he has been a Coach in various football clubs, and since 2023, in parallel, he has also
been a Teacher of Physical Education and Sports.

He has excellent communication skills, highly developed professional qualities and
competencies in the field of football, as well as interests in the development and application

of science in sports.

Data on doctoral studies at the National Sports Academy "“V. Levski”

By order No. ZP — 1411/23.10.2020 of the Rector of the National Sports Academy “V.
Levski”, Antonio Velikov was enrolled as a doctoral student in a full-time form of study for a
period of 3 years at the Department of “Football and Tennis” in the professional field 7.6.
Sport, doctoral program “Theory and Methodology of Sports Science”.

He completed the planned activities according to his Individual curriculum and
successfully passed the exams included in it. After a successful Internal discussion in the
Departmental Scientific Council, the dissertation work was admitted to Public Defense before
a Scientific Jury.

No procedural violations or omissions were identified during the training.

Data on the dissertation and the abstract

The dissertation submitted for review is well-formed and has a completed form. It is
developed in a volume of 129 pages, including 21 tables, 47 figures, 3 appendices and a
bibliographic reference for the studied literary sources.

The topic of the dissertation is in line with scientific research in the field of Theory
and Methodology of Physical Education and Sports Training, as well as with the
Requirements of the Regulations of the National Sports Academy “V. Levski” for acquiring
Scientific Degrees and Holding Academic Positions.

I believe that the creation of the so-called Academies is an important moment in the
development of various sports and a condition for achieving success both nationally and
internationally. As the doctoral student himself points out, there are already many examples
of similar organizations, but registering a Football Academy without a modern, adequate
management model leads to formalism and in no way can ensure higher efficiency in the
preparation of future football talents, which is actually the main goal of this dissertation.

The development has a number of merits, which have a contributing character,
which in general terms are reduced to the following:

« an in-depth theoretical study was carried out, based on 100 literary sources (51 in

Cyrillic, 11 in Latin and 38 Websites), which allowed the doctoral student to reveal



the problems related to the development of young football talents and on this
basis to determine the place and role, as well as the advantages and
disadvantages of Football Academies operating in a number of proven football
countries and in Bulgaria;

- the research methodology was developed at a high professional level - the goal
and objectives are clearly formulated, the research contingent is sufficiently
voluminous and bears the characteristics of the general population, appropriate
methods for research and processing the collected information were applied;
the analysis of the results was done at a good professional level, which allowed
the doctoral student:
- to establish the opinion of Bulgarian coaches regarding the quality of work with
adolescents, as well as to outline the main problems related to the management
of Football Schools and Academies;
- to reveal the interdependencies between the answers of the interviewed
coaches on some priority 2 questions, which allowed to assess the degree of
professionalization in the respective Football Clubs;
- with the help of the so-called SWOT analysis, to develop the different options
(optimistic, realistic and pessimistic) for managing a Football Academy under
Bulgarian conditions;

« for the needs of practice, an innovative Model of Football Academy Management

was developed, as well as Instructions for its implementation in our country.

However, I would like to draw attention to the following:

« at the beginning of the analysis (p. 77) table 2 is attached, the explanations to
which are unclear and completely unnecessary;

« it is not clear what is the gender of the coaches participating in the study:
- do only men work in football academies in Bulgaria?;
- what is the opinion of the doctoral student regarding the place and role of
female coaches in the development of Bulgarian football?;
- if among the respondents there are coaches of both sexes, are there any

different opinions that can be explained by the characteristics of gender?

The conclusions and recommendations naturally arise from the analysis of the results
and are presented concisely and clearly.
The dissertation work is written in good language and style and is well illustrated.

The abstract correctly reproduces the content of the dissertation work.



In accordance with the requirements of the Law, Antonio Velikov has presented a
sufficient number (3) of publications (co-authored) that are related to the topic of the

dissertation work and meet the requirements for the award of a Doctoral degree.

In conclusion: 1 believe that a large volume of scientific research work has been
carried out, the results of which are correctly presented and analyzed in the work.

The dissertation fully meets the Requirements of the Academic Staff Development Act
and the Regulations of the National Sports Academy “V. Levski” for the acquisition of
Scientific Degrees and Holding Academic Positions.

This gives me reason to confidently declare my positive vote for awarding Antonio
